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SUPPLEMENTAL SPREADSHEETS NOW AVAILABLE 
The Office of Assessment and Accountability have generated and posted to the KDE secure application website:
1. student listings; and
1. school and district summaries.

Both sets of information are provided as a supplement to the individual student results currently under data review. The student listings include the first look at the high school student growth percentiles (using reading and mathematics scores from Plan and ACT) and high school language mechanics (from Plan). Middle school Explore results are shown as the basis of middle school College/Career Readiness. Reminder: Explore and Plan data review occurred in early 2013.

PRELIMINARY DATA IS EMBARGOED
All preliminary data provided by KDE is embargoed and should be shared in a controlled and limited manner. During an embargo, district and school staff may discuss the data; however, data cannot be shared in public meetings or by the media. The superintendent and DAC may wish to share the data with district leadership, principals and building assessment coordinators; however, we encourage schools and districts not to share the preliminary data beyond the leadership level during the Quality Control (QC) process. Preliminary data will change as districts conduct data reviews and quality control work. Broader data sharing and discussion should wait for final results. 

DACs should ask those receiving and viewing data during the QC process to sign a nondisclosure to emphasize that data is embargoed and preliminary. A general Nondisclosure Form is attached.




Since changes are expected, the Percentile Rank in Kentucky, Classification (Distinguished, Proficient, Needs Improvement), Rewards (labels--Progressing and High Progress), and Assistance Category for schools and districts are not included in school and district summaries. Also, data on participation rate and graduation rate goals is not included in summaries. DACs will see this data in the School Report Card format on September 12 at QC Day.


POLICIES IMPACTING REPORTING
Several federal policies and changes in high school testing will impact reporting this year. 
1. The United States Department of Education (USED) expects all states to use the Cohort graduation rate. The Cohort graduation rate is reported as the Graduation component of Next-Generation Learners. Graduation is 20% of the Learners calculation in high school and district reporting. 

The data presented in the student listings and summary data is consistent with accountability data loaded into SDRR (at the beginning of data review on 8/14) and the updated Cohort spreadsheets. The only exception is that OAA has applied cohort graduation rate data corrections received and processed through 8/22. Any changes processed will be reflected in updated cohort spreadsheets and summary files.

1. USED clarified that Kentucky does not need to identify new focus and priority schools in year 2 of the Unbridled Learning accountability system. No new focus or priority schools will be identified in fall 2013. Those identified based on final 2012 data will continue working on improvement. Current summary spreadsheets do not include last year’s focus and priority identification. 

1. End of Course testing for English II, Algebra II, Biology, and U.S. History removed the use of Constructed Response (CR) items during 2012-13. OAA, with appropriate vendors, has examined the impact of the CR change on state data. The CR removal did not significantly impact the overall scores for the state and did not warrant a change to the locked percentile associated with the Overall Score for high school. 

Percentiles for Elementary, Middle and High Overall Score were set and locked with November 2, 2012 public release of data for 2011-12. The locked percentile serves as the overall score target for 2013 reporting. The 70th percentile identifies a Proficient school and 90th percentile identifies a Distinguished school. The locked Overall Scores that related to each percentile cut for 2012-13 are shown below for your convenience.

1. During spring 2013, around one percent of students testing in English II, Algebra II, Biology, and U.S. History experienced computer-related testing disruptions, including delays in item delivery and unexpected logouts. In order to ensure that reported results are valid, reliable and fair, KDE psychometricians conducted extensive analysis of the spring 2013 end-of-course scores. The intent of the investigation was to find potential impacts of the online interruptions on QualityCore® results. Multiple comparisons were made between the results of students tested during the online interruptions and students who tested under standard conditions. Overall, students who were interrupted during testing did not score systematically higher or lower than students tested under standard conditions. Based on this analysis, all student scores have been included in the quality control phase. Current summary spreadsheets include all EOC student scores.
