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Attached below is the updated Briefing Packet shared with media for the 2013 data release. All of the embargo rules still apply until 12:01 a.m. ET on September 27, 2013. One thing to note is that the changes in the Briefing Packet were minor and did not impact any of the data in the School Report Card application or the associated data set files.
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Below are two items about which OAA has received questions since yesterday’s release. Please review the clarifications below.

Locked Percentile
Percentiles for Elementary, Middle, High and District Overall Score were set and locked in the 2011-12 reporting. The locked percentiles serve as the overall score target for 2013 reporting. Locking the relationship between the overall score and percentile rank in 2012 allows Kentucky to maintain a goal over a one-year period. 

The percentile reported on 2012-13 Accountability Profile of the School Report Card (SRC) is based on the 2011-12 Locked Percentile/Overall Score developed last year.  

Just as the table below shows three key points along the percentile rank, there is an overall score associated along each point of the percentile rank from the 1st percentile to the 99th percentile for each school level and the district.

With the School Report Card release this week, KDE has not ranked schools or districts based on 2012-2013 results.

If locally, you sort overall scores in the Excel files of the SRC Data Sets to create a rank based on 2013 results, it will not match the locked percentile for 2011-2012 reported in the current SRC.  

Focus District
After the Quality Control (QC) Day, OAA continued to double-check data programming and the regulatory definition (703 KAR 5:225) to identify schools and districts for the federally-required Rewards and Assistance labels.

For QC Day, the Focus District label was carried forward from 2012. By regulation and the federal waiver process, focus districts must be identified annually based on current data. This was corrected for the final release of data.  

With the correction, some districts had the Focus label removed and others had the Focus label added. Current identification, released on September 25 to schools and districts, is based on 2012-13 data. 

A Focus District is defined as having a non-duplicated student gap group score in the bottom ten percent of non-duplicated student gap group scores for all districts. 
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
