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UPDATE ON RELEASE OF PROGRAM REVIEW DATA 
Yesterday, KDE e-mailed spreadsheets with Program Review (PR) data and a Briefing Packet to Superintendents and District Assessment Coordinators, in preparation for posting the data to KDE’s Open House. 

Thanks to the quick action of a District Assessment Coordinator, a coding issue with a Practical Living/Career Studies (PL/CS) characteristic was identified. OAA has corrected the coding issue and regenerated the spreadsheets. The updated spreadsheets are attached below.





The impact of this correction on school data is a positive change in the PL/CS classification for 11 schools, moving the schools from Needs Improvement to Proficient.

Slowing Down the Process
Although the Program Review data were submitted by schools and districts in June, the identification of a coding issue has encouraged OAA to slow down the PR release process. OAA will provide DACs and other appropriate local staff the time to look closely at the PR data and alert OAA of any concerns or issues they might have.

We ask that DACs communicate any PR data concerns or issues by e-mail to Rhonda Sims (rhonda.sims@education.ky.gov) by close of business (5:00 p.m. ET) on Thursday, October 24. As always, we appreciate the partnership of DACs to ensure data accuracy. 

Beginning Friday, October 25, OAA will implement any necessary data changes, regenerate the PR data spreadsheets, and revise the Program Review Briefing Packet. Tentatively, a press release and public posting of the PR data on KDE’s Open House is now expected near the end of October.

Next Steps for Data Still On Track
Even with the slowdown of the public release of PR data, OAA anticipates combining the Next-Generation Learners and Program Review data in November to create a combined overall score. This will allow OAA to identify the overall combined score associated with the 70th, 90th and 95th percentiles. Schools and districts will receive an overall score combining Next-Generation Learners at 77% and Program Reviews at 23%, and their individual Annual Measurable Objective (AMO) goal for 2014. OAA will provide more information on the timeline and the details of the data delivery to districts in November.
