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BRIGANCE® KINDERGARTEN SCREEN DATA UPDATE
On December 19, 2013, in a Special DAC E-Mail from Bridget Stanfield, the Office of Assessment and Accountability provided BRIGANCE® Kindergarten Screen (K-Screen) data for district review. Because K-Screen data are not used for accountability scores, the focus of the data review was to identify significant systemic problems in reporting, not to cleanup individual student data. The district data review process did not reveal any significant systemic issues. OAA has updated the file formatting and dates, but the data remain the same as shared in December for district review.

The Kindergarten Readiness Prior Settings Report is for district and school use only. It is marked confidential. Sharing should be limited to appropriate contacts in your district and not the public. To maximize the data available, data suppression rules have not been applied. Any open records request for this data should be referred to the district or KDE legal department. At a minimum, data would need to be suppressed before responding.

	The purpose of the Kindergarten Readiness Prior Settings report is to provide information on early childhood experiences of kindergarten students tested in a Kentucky public school district. The information is reported by district and aggregated by prior setting provider (e.g., child care, Head Start, preschool, and other providers). The information may be used for analysis and in conversations with providers about best practices and curriculum for incoming kindergarten students. See the report headings below.
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Data represents the readiness level by district where students were screened, not necessarily the school or district where the students enrolled. Data includes only first time Kindergarten (KG) students who have a Kindergarten Readiness result and were enrolled anytime from the beginning of school through 10/03/2013. Parents report early learning prior setting providers to the local school district; therefore, due to the self-reporting, this information may be incomplete or have some inaccuracies. Results should not be used to evaluate or rank prior setting facilities and should be shared only with educators within the public schools and prior setting facilities.

This report will not be publicly distributed. Typically, small cell sizes are suppressed to protect student identification; however, since this report is only available to districts that provided data, the small cell counts are listed as <10 without actual counts. As this reporting becomes public in future years, additional suppression of data will be necessary.

Note: Student detail for prior screenings can be pulled from Infinite Campus using the Kindergarten Screen Data with Prior Settings ad hoc published to districts in the State Reporting Ad Hoc folder. This data is only available in Campus district sites by enrolled district so there will be differences between the ad hoc and the report that is by tested district.

K-Screener data, a tool for improvement, to be released (Attachment)
On Thursday in a joint news conference, Governor Beshear will announce state level data for the common kindergarten screener administered last fall. Schools and districts already have their readiness data. Later this week prior to the news conference, District Assessment Coordinators will be notified how to access prior settings data. There are no plans to release the prior settings facility level data to the public but districts should use it to collaborate with childcare providers in an effort to improve programs and school readiness. 

Attached is a sheet providing guidance for superintendents on how to effectively use the K-Screener data in their schools and communities. 


The public release of K-Screen data in KDE’s Open House is scheduled for 2:00 p.m. ET on Thursday, January 30. The data release follows the joint news conference.
