Inclement weather or other emergencies may disrupt ACT testing on the Initial Test Date, Tuesday, March 4. If there is a delay and staff can still begin testing (reading the verbal instructions) by 9:00 a.m., on this day, testing may occur. In the event that conditions cause school to be closed or result in the termination of testing, the Test Supervisor must contact ACT State Testing at (800) 553-6244, ext. 2800, as soon as possible, as instructed in the Supervisor’s Manual (page 33). ACT will give specific instructions regarding the immediate return of test materials for the Initial Test Date as well as ordering any standard time materials needed for the Make-Up Test Date, Tuesday, March 18. ACT Customer Support will be open from 7:00 A.M. ET (6:00 CT) until 6:30 P.M. ET (5:30 CT) on the Initial and Makeup test dates.

As a reminder, all pre-test sessions must be completed prior to the initial test date. If your school has not yet completed the pre-test session for the March 4 initial test date and you have a potential of inclement weather on Monday, the test supervisor is encouraged to complete that activity today or tomorrow.
