SRC DATA VALIDATION AND ENTRY NEARLY COMPLETE
KDE appreciates the data validation and entry work of SRCCs, DACs and other local staff for the SRC 2013-14.

Please remember that the principal, superintendent and contact information on the Profile tab must be for the current 2014-15 school year, so the public and parents will know the current person to contact. The 2013-14 SRC displays mainly data from the 2013-14 school year. The Profile and Learning Environment tabs have been updated with 2013-14 data, the base year of the 2013-14 SRC. The Finance tab is new this year and contains the prior two years of data (i.e., 2011-12 and 2012-13) and 2013-14 submitted data; 2013-14 Revenue and Expenditures (audited) data will NOT be available prior to the public release of the SRC, but will be added to the card later. 

Through your efforts, the large majority of districts and schools have met the deadlines. 
1. School Safety data (i.e., Safety tab under the Learning Environment) was due by August 15, 2014. 
1. The remaining data in Learning Environment, Profile and Finance was due by September 5, 2014. 

Some schools still have missing data for the required elements collected through data entry by the SRCC or local staff. We encourage all SRCCs to review the SRC for missing data elements, but KDE will follow up with individual districts with missing data.

Since KDE is still refreshing data from other systems (i.e., People Manager, DASCR, school pictures submitted) into the SRC, the three original tabs—Learning Environment, Profile and Finance—are still open. SRCC are strongly encouraged to resolve by the end of this week any outstanding data issues with the SRC. The school and district personnel who have access to these three original tabs will continue to be able to access the SRC.

LIMITING ACCESS FOR THE SRC 
Beginning today at 4:00 P.M. EDT, KDE will open the Program Review (PR) tab of the 2013-14 SRC. This is the opportunity to review the local-entered PR data before public release.

The PR tab will display the assessment data entered in ASSIST by schools and districts for Program Reviews of Arts and Humanities, Practical Living/Career Studies, Writing and K-3. The 2013-14 K-3 scores are reported as an assessment result under the PR tab, but will not be included in the 2013-14 overall accountability score. The K-3 scores will be combined with other program areas to generate the 2013-14 program review baseline score needed for 2014-15 accountability reporting.

Combining Arts and Humanities, Practical Living/Career Studies and Writing into a single score for 23% of the Unbridled Learning accountability model will occur later this month and be reported in the Accountability tab of the SRC at that time.

The access to this data for a district is limited to the DAC and Superintendent of the district. This same limited access to data will be used when the Assessment, Accountability and Delivery tabs open for a quality control review in mid-September.

CALCULATING THE PR DATA
In June 2014, all Kentucky A1 schools and districts submitted in the ASSIST system, Program Reviews (PR) scores in arts and humanities, practical living/career studies, and writing.  

The steps below outline how a score was calculated and a classification determined for each PR area.
1. Each of the 3 Program Reviews (Arts and Humanities, Writing, and Practical Living/Career Studies) is comprised of 4 standards (Curriculum/Instruction, Formative/Summative Assessment, Professional Development, and Administrative /Leadership Support).
1. For each standard, its characteristic scores are averaged. The characteristic scores range from 0-3 (0 – Non-Existent, 1 – Needs Improvement, 2 – Proficient, and 3 – Distinguished).
1. For a total score for each Program Review, the four standard scores are added resulting in a single number ranging between 0-12. 
1. The cut scores that determine each classification are:
1. below 8—Needs Improvement
1. 8-10.7—Proficient
1. 10.8 or higher—Distinguished 

Other key points to remember about reporting Program Review data include:
1. Data are presented by school level (elementary, middle and high) and aggregated for the district and state. For example, a K-8 school will have both an elementary and middle school score. 
1. Only data from A1 schools are aggregated for districts and the state.
1. Data presented are consistent with the Program Review rubrics. If a school entered a characteristic score that was not required, the data have been removed. If a school entered N/A on a required characteristic, the N/A has been changed to a score of 0.

HOW TO COMMUNICATE CONCERNS WITH PR DATA
The Office of Next-Generation Learners (NGL) works with the specific areas for the PR process.
