Hot Assessment Topics, Test Security and Accountability
This update by Rhonda Sims of the Office of Assessment and Accountability focuses on the changes in assessment and accountability for 2014-15, the importance of test security/data quality and accountability rules (100-days).

SDRR
The Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application is used to collect rosters for state testing and to complete the data review process for state testing. Spring rosters include ACT, K-PREP and EOC QualityCore, while the current data review concerns ACT Explore and ACT Plan from fall 2014 testing.

Assessment Regulations and K-PREP Text Reader
The Administration Code and Inclusion of Special Populations regulations were updated in February 2014 and became effective for the 2014-15 school year. The changes to these regulations are highlighted in this training session.

The K-PREP Text Reader is one of the available accommodations for students in 2015. A demonstration of the updated system is performed.

K-PREP
The Kentucky Performance Rating for Educational Progress (K-PREP) is administered to public school students in grades 3-8, 10 and 11 during the last 14 instructional days of the school year. K-PREP details in this training include ordering materials, administering the assessment and return shipping of materials to Pearson.

Alternate K-PREP
The Alternate K-PREP consists of attainment tasks (AT) and transition attainment records (TAR) given to students in the Alternate Assessment Program. Kevin O’Hair discusses the Student Registration Database (SRD), online training, test windows and materials pertaining to Alternate Assessment for 2014-15.

High School Testing
K-PREP End-of-Course (EOC) testing occurs at the completion of course work in classes where a student earns a credit for English II, Algebra II, Biology and U.S. History. Additional information concerning Early Graduates and the EOC Early Warning Report is available. 

College Readiness is based on a student meeting or exceeding the Council on Post-Secondary Education’s benchmarks on the ACT, Compass and KYOTE. Other benchmarks for Career Readiness have been set for ACT WorkKeys, ASVAB, KOSSA and Industry Certificates.
