ACCESS FOR ELLS 2.0 SCORE REPORTS SURVEY
WIDA is in the process of revising the score report for the ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 assessment that will be administered beginning with the 2015-16 school year. WIDA has developed a short survey to gather feedback and input from educators who use the score reports. The data collected from these surveys will be used to inform the enhancements to this and future WIDA score reports.

The purpose of this survey is to collect input from K–12 ELL educators relating to the content and the design of the WIDA ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 score reports. With the current assessment, educators receive the Teacher Report and the Parent/Guardian Report. The program description for Alternative Education Programs (A5 and A6 state classified) can be updated within a textbox on the profile screen from the School Report Card Secure website. The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) has loaded the description provided for each program from the 2013-14 School Report Card. The alternative programs section is now open to add a description or to edit an existing description; please keep in mind this is for public viewing, and be sure to keep the description brief and in paragraph form.

If a description is not entered, the state definition will be defaulted as follows:

1. A5: An alternative program that is a district-operated facility with no definable attendance boundaries that is designed to remediate academic performance, improved behavior or provide an enhanced learning experience.
1. A6: KECSAC funded programs serving state agency children 

To complete this task, go to the Web Applications Login Page here and log in with your credentials. Select the School Report Card Secure option. Select Year: 2014-15; select appropriate District and School from the drop list. Enter the description in the available textbox (shown below), KDE recommends drafting the description in Word for spelling and grammar check, then cut and paste into the description field of the school report card. Once the description is complete, click the Update button.
