DACs should keep on file in the district a Nondisclosure Preliminary QC Data Form from others with whom the DACs share the preliminary data. 

Gap and Proficiency Delivery Targets
The Gap and Proficiency Delivery Targets for the 2014-2015 through the 2018-2019 school years have changed. They were rebaselined due to action taken by the Kentucky Board of Education at its December 2014 meeting. The original trajectories for these goals were calculated after the first year of KPREP testing.   Now that there are three years of KPREP testing data available, a more accurate baseline has been calculated. This has allowed the Kentucky Department of Education to set more accurate delivery goals for the state, districts and schools.  The new baselines were set by taking an average of the proficiency rates for the 2011-2012, 2012-2013, and 2013-2014 school years. The delivery goals were calculated by taking the average of the proficiency rates of the 2011-2012, 2012-2013, and 2013-2014 school years and subtracting it from 100 then dividing by 2 and adding it back to the baseline. The difference between the school/district’s baseline and five year goal is then divided by five to give the incremental gains needed to meet the five year delivery goal.
