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PUBLIC RELEASE
The Kentucky Board of Education (KBE) will discuss state level K-Screen results at its December 9 meeting. A press release will be shared after the presentation making the data public. KDE will post K-Screen aggregate/summary data files to the Open House area of the KDE website with the public release on Wednesday, December 9. The media may contact local districts to discuss local K-Screen results.

In preparation for that, we are sharing the attached file with you as well as a more detailed district/school file, download direction below, as a preview. This information is under embargo until it is publicly released by KDE and the aggregate data for schools and districts is posted in the Kentucky Department of Education’s Open House on Wednesday, December 9. No student-level or prior setting facility-specific data will be reported publicly.




GENERAL INFORMATION
The Office of Assessment and Accountability staff has worked with vendor data files (BRIGANCE and Infinite Campus) and colleagues in the Office of Next-Generation Learners to generate district spreadsheets with data from the fall 2015 administration of the BRIGANCE® Kindergarten Screener (K-Screen). State regulation 704 KAR 5:070 guides the implementation of the kindergarten readiness screen. The data collected via the screen complies with the mandates of the regulation. 

The K-Screen captures the readiness level of new, incoming kindergarten students. The K-Screen data do not reflect a school’s kindergarten program, but provide a snapshot of what students know and are able to do upon arrival to the program. In Kentucky, there are two required components of the K-Screen: 1) Core Assessment; and 2) Self-help and Social/Emotional Scales. 

BRIGANCE® Kindergarten Screen (K-Screen) data are not used for accountability scores. District data are being released to build awareness in advance of public reporting. 


DISTRICT SUMMARY DATA
The district Excel spreadsheet, posted to the KDE secure web application site, provides summary data for kindergarten readiness and prior settings. This file includes results for the district and all schools (all students only). 

Each spreadsheet has 5 tabs with disaggregated data:
1. Composite - not ready/ready summary data with prior setting data.
1. Domains - summary results for the 3 domains that make up the composite.
1. Social Self-Help - separate screen not part of the composite.
1. Detail - all data from the first 3 tabs including the breakdown of “Kindergarten Ready (Ready with Enrichments plus Ready)”.
1. Student Listing - contains all of the student score and prior setting data.
