2015 BASELINES AND 2016 GOALS AVAILABLE FOR QUALITY CONTROL (QC) 
The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) has created new school and district 2015 baselines and 2016 goals.  To set the 2015 baselines, the scores released in October 2015 were used and the new accountability rules were applied.  
After the third year of the testing and accountability reporting in the Unbridled Learning system, a statewide review occurred. Based on shareholder feedback, accountability regulations (703 KAR 5:200, 703 KAR 5:225 and 703 KAR 5:240) were revised.
The revised baselines and goals released in this e-mail required OAA to complete the following key procedures based on regulations: 
1. Changes for 2015-16 are applied to the final 2015 data for Next-Generation Learners and Program Review to generate an overall score for a new baseline.
0. Achievement—At the high school level, the Language Mechanics score from the ACT Usage/Mechanics subscore replace the Plan Usage/Mechanics subscore.
0. Gap—A novice reduction target was generated from 2014 reading and math data and the percentage of target met for 2015 was calculated. Points were calculated based on the percentage of target met for 2015. The gap score was then calculated that included the novice reduction score and the non-duplicated gap group score equally. 
0. Growth—A categorical growth measure was calculated and the student growth percentiles for reading and math were equally included in the growth score at elementary and middle school levels.
0. Middle School Readiness—Explore scores were removed at the middle school level.
0. New and reconfigured schools—Overall scores were generated for 2015 based on the current school population. 
0. Program Review—Added the World Language/Global Competencies program review to high school. 
0. Weights—Accountability weights at elementary and middle (i.e., removal of readiness) were changed to 33.3% each for Achievement, Gap, Growth.
0. Alternative School Tracked to District—Removed scores of students enrolled in an alternative school for the entire year from the A1 school and retained the accountability to the district they would have attended if not in the alternative school.  

1. An individual Annual Measurable Objective (AMO) goal (improvement of Next Generation Learners score) is set for the state and each school and district for the 2015-16 school year.
1. Based on the classification (Distinguished, Proficient, or Needs Improvement), 
0. Schools and districts at Proficient or Distinguished must improve the Next Generation Learners Score by a half-point (.5). 
0. Schools and districts at Needs Improvement must improve the Next Generation Learners Score by one point (1).  
Note: The AMO improvement (.5 or 1) is now added only to the Next Generation Learners Score. This is a change from previous years when the AMO improvement goal was calculated by adding .5 or 1 to the Overall Score. As a reminder, classifications (Distinguished, Proficient, or Needs Improvement) continue to be based on the Overall Score. The Overall Score is derived from Next Generation Learners (77%) and Program Reviews (23%)
1. The School Report Cards for 2015 are considered final. They will NOT be changed to reflect new baseline data.  The revised baseline data and AMOs will be released in Open House after district review and then appear in the School Report Cards for 2016.

LIMITED SHARING DURING QUALITY CONTROL
During Quality Control, issues may be identified and data may change. Therefore, it is important that DACs limit the discussion of data during quality control. DACs may discuss with local leadership and educators, but please do not discuss in public meetings or with the media until the data has been finalized and posted to the KDE website.

LAYOUT OF SPREADSHEET
Data for all schools and districts are in the attached spreadsheet. The spreadsheet includes all A1 schools with grades 3 and above and all districts.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The AMO Goal 2016 File has three tabs: 

1. Summary, Detail and Overall Cut Scores tab provides for Learners and Program Review the total score or points and weighted score (with 77% and 23% applied). It also provides the combined overall score and the 2016 AMO goal for Learners. The final column has any notes related to the reconfiguration for a school. If the school has changed its service area, but meets the definition to remain stable for data reporting, the word “Stable” will appear in the Column L note. 

An important note: Kentucky regulation does not allow values in the accountability system to exceed 100. Values over 100 are capped at 100.

Column I shows an extra calculation required in the Program Review area—total points added from the four individual program reviews at the elementary level are divided by 32, the number required for proficient performance. Eight (8) is the Proficient cut score for each Program Review. There are four Program Reviews, so 32 is the number needed for Proficient with the four areas combined (8 x 4=32). For schools that do not complete the K-3 Program Review, the three individual reviews are divided by 24.

Column K shows the 2016 AMO Goal. AMO in fall 2016 is based on improvement of the Next-Generation Learners’ score. For schools and districts at or above the Proficient cut, the goal is .5. For those below Proficient, the goal is 1 point. 
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1. Detail tab provides points and weighted score for Learners’ components (Achievement, Gap, Growth, College and Career Readiness, and Graduation Rate) and Program Review components (Arts and Humanities, Practical Living and Career Studies, Writing, K-3, and World Language/Global Competencies at the high school level). The final columns under this tab (X, Y and Z) show the combined data.
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1. Overall Cut Scores tab provides the 2016 Locked Overall Accountability Cut Scores required at Elementary, Middle, High, and District levels to achieve the classification of Proficient, Distinguished and School/District of Distinction. These are the same cuts used in 2015 accountability reporting.
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1. As a reminder, science scores were not included in 2015 cuts.

1. With associated scores locked, theoretically, 100% of schools could achieve the Proficient or Distinguished cut score. 

QUALITY CONTROL CHECKS FOR DACS
· Confirm that all A1 schools, with grade 3 and above, that are operating in the 2015-16 school year, are included.

· Compare the Learners data for Graduation Rate in the spreadsheet (under Detail tab) to data in the current School Report Card (SRC) on the KDE website. The Achievement, Gap, Growth and CCR data will not match the current School Report Card because of the regulatory changes. The accountability calculator can be used to generate Learners’ scores to check the spreadsheet. The most recent accountability calculator (version 7) is available here. 

· Compare the points for each individual Program Review in the spreadsheet to the current School Report Card on the KDE website. The Program Review tab of the SRC contains data for each program review, including World Language/Global Competencies at the high school.

· Double check the calculation for Program Review.
· Do the points for each individual Program Review added together match the Program Review total points in the spreadsheet?

· Does the Program Review total score match the total points divided by 32 for schools and districts that produce four Program Reviews (i.e., elementary level)? Schools that only conduct three Program Reviews divide by 24.

· Review the accuracy of any reconfiguration notes for schools with changed service boundaries (scores for Learners and Program Review should match the KDE website for schools without any notes and for those schools identified as reconfigured, but stable).

STUDENT DATA DETAIL
Summary files and spreadsheets are now available in the Secure Web App, Student Data Detail. Each district will find three folders:
1. CCR—The CCR folder includes a spreadsheet for each school and district with student level detail toward college readiness.

1. Student Listing—Student details on each assessment are included in the student listing spreadsheet.

1. Summary—The summary spreadsheet includes:
2. Learners—Modified scores for 2015 reporting used to calculate new Baselines and AMOs.
2. Program Review—Program Review data used to calculate new Baselines and AMOs.
2. Novice Reduction Targets—Based on reading and mathematics scores from 2015, this tab includes the potential demographic groups schools and districts could be accountable for in the 2015-16 school year. Each group includes the percentage of novice for 2014-15 and the percentage target for 2015-16. In the screenshot below, Column L is the percentage novice for ELs in 2014-15 and Column M is the Novice Target for ELs for 2015-16.
