OAA would like to thank those districts who identified the issue with both categorical and student growth percentile. This will affect baselines, AMOs and overall scores. Please continue to work on the current files to identify any other issues. Corrected files will be shared soon.

During Quality Control, issues may continue to be identified and data may change. Therefore, it is important that DACs limit the discussion of data during quality control. DACs may discuss with local leadership and educators, but please do not discuss in public meetings or with the media until the data has been finalized and posted to the KDE website.

Expect another Special DAC E-Mail in the next few days announcing when the updated spreadsheets are available. QC is scheduled to close February 26.
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
