SYSTEMATIC ISSUE CORRECTED, UPDATED 2015 BASELINES AND 2016 GOALS 
The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) has corrected systematic issues in the new school and district 2015 baselines and 2016 goals released this week. Through the Quality Control (QC) process, DACs and BACs found two issues: 

The first issue was in the categorical growth indicator for reading and mathematics in the student listing spreadsheets. The software did not correctly identify students’ improvement or proficient/distinguished performance levels.

The second issue impacted both categorical growth and the student growth percentile in the AMO spreadsheet and the files posted on the secure site. Tested students were included in the growth scores instead of accountable students. This issue had a larger effect because it impacted the growth scores, learners total score, AMO and overall scores for most schools and districts.

These issues have been corrected and an updated AMO Goal spreadsheet is attached and updated files are available on the KDE secure web applications site. All of the files have a new date included in the filename of “20160217”. OAA appreciates the careful review of the data. Please continue the analysis and e-mail identified issues or specific data questions to kdeassessment@education.ky.gov. 

(The spreadsheet is not included in the public file release.)

Quality Control continues until February 26. Issues may continue to be identified and data may change. Therefore, it is important that DACs limit the discussion of data during quality control. DACs may discuss with local leadership and educators, but please do not discuss in public meetings or with the media until the data has been finalized and posted to the KDE website.
