ACT ROSTERS OPEN IN THE STUDENT DATA REVIEW AND ROSTERS (SDRR) APPLICATION (DAC ACTION REQUIRED)
[bookmark: _GoBack]ACT rosters are now open in the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application. The ACT rosters will confirm participation of students who take the ACT in March, and will indicate the reason for non-participation. Students may also be added or deleted from the roster as appropriate. 
The collection of 100-day accountability status for all students in grades 3-12 will occur in SDRR during the spring rosters. A reminder that ACT accountability is based on 100 days as of the first day of spring testing (not the ACT initial test date).
The ACT roster will remain open through March 30 for new change requests and through April 4 for pending change requests to be finalized by 5:00 p.m. ET. Any change request still pending after the deadline of April 4 will be denied.

ENTRY OF DISTRICT TEST WINDOWS FOR K-PREP OPENS IN SDRR (DAC ACTION REQUIRED) 
A feature was added to SDRR to capture the K-PREP test windows for each grade level. The District Assessment Coordinator (DAC) will be able to enter the beginning window dates, while school staff will be able to view the information in SDRR. Please keep the windows up-to-date, if weather or other events should necessitate changing a window. The date entered into SDRR will be cross-referenced with IC to make certain that it falls within the last 14 instructional days.
Please complete the entry of test window dates by April 13.

END-OF-COURSE (EOC) ROSTERS AVAILABLE FOR REQUESTING NON-PARTICIPATIONS
Although schools will see the four EOC rosters (Algebra II, Biology, English II and U.S. History) listed, they will not enter any students manually to the rosters unless they are requesting approval for non-participation. There is no need for schools to address accountability at this time for EOCs. When the spring rosters open in SDRR, OAA will pull from IC to load current EOC students and any grade 12 students who have missing EOC scores and pre-populate accountability if possible.
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
