A printing error was discovered in the 2016 EOC Algebra II exam in which the Pi symbol is turned sideways. The error has been corrected, but several sites received the misprinted booklets before corrections were made. To help address this, ACT suggests reading the following script at the beginning of the Algebra II test administration:

[bookmark: _GoBack]“In the Algebra II test you are about to take, you may notice that in some questions the Pi symbol is turned sideways. You can treat these as regular Pi symbols and work the problem to answer the question as you normally would.”
