Score entry for Test Window 2 will officially end on Friday, June 3. Teachers who had access to enter scores during Window 1 will continue to have access for score entry during Window 2. District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) will have the same level of access that was provided during Window 1.

All access to the SRD will close on June 3. Due to timelines for early fall reporting, KDE will not be able to provide extensions past the June 3 deadline.

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Just a reminder at the close of the summative test window, the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) needs confirmation that proper testing has occurred. Building Assessment Coordinators (BACs) should complete the BAC Certification form and return to the DAC to keep on file in the district. There is no need to remit the BAC forms to OAA. DACs will need to complete the DAC Certification form and submit to KDE, no later than two weeks after completion of their district’s testing window.

The ACT QualityCore End-of-Course (EOC) testing window indicates that testing ends on June 24. This is an internal date for ACT. The system will be closed for internal maintenance on June 25-27, and will reopen on June 28. After the system reopens, testing will be available through July 15 for the 2015-16 school year.

CAUTION: Any rosters that have been created containing students who have tested before June 24 will not be available after the June 27 maintenance work.  The system will close any roster that contains a tested student to process scores, even if there’s only one student score to process.  In order to test the remaining students after the scheduled maintenance, a roster would have to be recreated.

The reports allow you the opportunity to review the students accountable to your district/school.  When checking for changes made in Infinite Campus, please note the Data Last Updated date in red in the Cohort section of SDRR. Currently, grade 12 students are listed as on-time for these preliminary reports. After the end of the school year, all students will show as not on time if the student did not earn a regular high school diploma by the end of the school year. The review manual is located under Current SDRR Manuals here.

	SCHOOL SERVICE AREAS (RECONFIGURATION REQUESTS)
OAA asks that DACs submit information on schools with service area changes for the 2016-17 school year by June 30. Changes to school service area (reconfiguration) requests need to be made if:

1. the grade range in a school changes,
1. a new school is opened,
1. a school is closed,
1. a school boundary changes, or
1. a shift in student population of more than 40% occurs

Program Review Reminders – June 1 Deadline for Entering Data
Program Review data must be entered into ASSIST by June 1.The following instructions identify what is to be entered for each level:
1. High schools will enter Global Competency/World Language data into ASSIST for accountability purposes.
1. Elementary and middle schools will enter Global Competency/World Language data into ASSIST in order to set a baseline – Global Competency/World Language will NOT be in elementary or middle school accountability.
