	[bookmark: _GoBack]EMBARGOED DATA AVAILABLE AT 9:00 A.M. ET
The final assessment, accountability and delivery data for 2016 public release will be made available to districts and schools in the Secure School Report Card (SRC) today at 9:00 a.m. ET. Superintendents, DACs and principals will have access to the SRC. Working media will have access at 1:00 p.m. ET. The data are embargoed until Thursday, September 29 at 12:01 a.m. ET, when the SRC website is released publicly. 

At the same time as the release of the SRC, updated spreadsheets will be available for download from the KDE secure web application. These are updated versions of the spreadsheets DACs received on Quality Control Day. The updated files will include College/Career Readiness, Graduation Rates, Student Listings and Summary. 

The secure SRC and updated spreadsheets will be accessible through the Secure Web Application. When in the site, select School Report Card (SECURE) for the SRC information that will be published in online SRC and select the Student Data Detail (Excel and PDF) for the updated spreadsheets. Access is automatic for superintendents, DACs and principals who have been correctly identified in their role group in People Manager. DACs are encouraged to alert their superintendent the data are available.

During an embargo, district and school staff may discuss the data results with teachers, local board members or School-Based Decision Making (SBDM) members; however, data cannot be shared in public meetings or by the media. District and school leadership may talk with media that agree to abide by the embargo. During any discussion with staff, please emphasize the data are embargoed. The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) recommends DACs and Principals ask colleagues discussing the data to read and sign a nondisclosure form to emphasize the embargo. DACs should keep signed forms on file at the district office for one year. An appropriate form is available here.

SYSTEMATIC PUBLIC REPORTING ISSUE
Within the Delivery data, KDE has identified a systematic issue that impacts the students with disabilities graduation rates. Therefore, the students with disabilities graduation rates group data has been removed from the School Report Card within the Delivery Tab for the embargoed and public release. This data does not impact accountability. The students with disabilities graduation data was available for districts to review during QC Day and there was no indication of any systematic issue at that time. 

While reviewing state data in preparation for the embargoed release, KDE determined that a large number of students across the state were not correctly reported in the students with disabilities group. KDE has revised the extract from Infinite Campus (IC) for Individualized Education Plan (IEP) students, which has resulted in changes to the students with disabilities graduation rates for many schools and districts. The updated 4-year and 5 year data is now available in the Graduation Rate folder of each district’s zip file on the KDE secure applications site and the updated student data is available in SDRR. Please review the revised data make any necessary change through the data review process in SDRR. After the data review process is complete, KDE will publicly report the updated data in the School Report Card.
