SCHOOL REPORT CARD SUMMARY REPORT 
The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) is introducing a new School Report Card Summary Report for 2015-16 that is available to all districts. KDE is not sharing the report publically but is making the report available to District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) to download from the Student Data Detail of the Secure Web Application. Districts may find the report beneficial for sharing school level snapshot data with parents, local school boards, School-Based Decision Making members and others.

The report is based on TESTED students, not accountable students. It should match the School Report Card data in the school’s assessment, profile and finance tabs. It is designed to give an assessment snapshot of a school’s performance. Although reports appear in the Secure Web Application for non-A1 schools, the reports are most beneficial for A1 schools. Caution should be used when sharing the reports. DACs should verify reports match SRC assessment data before sharing. Reports will not match accountability data. A glossary of terms is included in each report for details on the data contained. We encourage the glossary to always be included when sharing with others.

INFORMATION ON DATA REVIEW
A ten-day regulatory data review period follows public release. The final data review period will take place between September 29 and October 10. Schools may request individual student changes during this data review period. Initial requests for changes to individual student data may be made beginning September 29 through October 10. Resolution of individual changes must be made October 11-12. Final resolution must be made by 5:00 p.m. ET October 12. 

This data review is the final opportunity for school and district staff to request changes to individual student information (i.e., accountability status, non-participation, demographic data and College/Career Readiness scores) for 2015-16 data. Access to SDRR is given by the local WAAPOC with permission from the DAC.

The following tasks are available to districts and schools during this data review period:
1. Requests to change Accountability, Demographics and Non-participation for individual student data associated with specific assessments and the Cohort Graduation Rate must be entered in SDRR.
1. Requests to change or submit scores in College data (ACT, Compass or KYOTE) or Alternate Assessment Transition Attainment Record (TAR) must be entered in SDRR.  
1. Requests to change scores in Career data (WorkKeys, ASVAB, KOSSA or Industry Certificates) must be made within Technical Education Database System (TEDS). Deadline for submitting changes to TEDS is September 12 at 4 p.m. ET. Any issues with career data should be submitted to Kiley Whitaker via e-mail at: Kiley.Whitaker@education.ky.gov. In the e-mail, please identify the name of student, SSID and the data elements in question. Any questions about career data entered into TEDS should be submitted to Claude Christian via e-mail at: Claude.Christian@education.ky.gov. 

SDRR SUPPORT RESOURCES
Many support resources are available to provide guidance during data review. First, PowerPoint presentations with voiceover trainings are available at the Student Data Review and Rosters Application (SDRR) page on the KDE website. These sessions are designed to assist districts and schools with the data review process in SDRR. The four trainings include: Data Review Overview, Accessing and Using SDRR Part 1 and Part 2, College/Career Readiness, and Cohort. Second, specific SDRR tasks (i.e., Login, Student Listings, Adding a Student, Deleting and Recovering a Student, etc.) may be accessed through the Help Button and will assist with the Data Review process. 

To assist districts and schools, the information from the SDRR manuals has been reorganized and incorporated into the large, red Help button at the top right of every page in SDRR. This makes help instantly available from within the application. The same help may be accessed from https://goo.gl/6GhdGk. 
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Other features of the Help button include an updated accountability tool, a quiz for use in training and practice with various accountability scenarios. Users can test their knowledge about accountability in complete anonymity; the correct accountability for each situation will appear after submission of the answers. 

STUDENT DATA REVIEW AND ROSTERS (SDRR) CHANGE
Beginning with the Data Review, there will be a slight change to SDRR, based on a user comment in the SDRR survey (https://goo.gl/Cs3PFd). Accountability and non-participation change requests that are not yet approved or denied in SDRR will show as IN PROGRESS instead of LOCKED. The terminology of LOCKED has been confusing to users for years, so we hope this will be more clear. 

Change requests that are In Progress can still be edited, updated or closed by double clicking on the words “In Progress” on the student listing. The Help button (at https://goo.gl/6GhdGk) has been updated to reflect the new, more user-friendly terminology.
