Public Release Dates Confirmed
The timeline for release of the 2015-16 Unbridled Learning Accountability data has been confirmed. As depicted in the graphic below, data will be released via the Secure School Report Card (SRC) to districts the morning of September 27 and to working media that afternoon. Within the Secure SRC, updated spreadsheets and a new one-page school summary will be available.

An embargo period will last until 12:01 a.m. ET on September 29. During the embargo period, school and district personnel may begin to share their results with teachers, local board members or School-Based Decision Making (SBDM) members. No data may be shared publicly or discussed in public meetings until the embargo period is lifted. Data may be shared publicly beginning September 29. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]A ten-day regulatory data review period follows public release. The final data review period will take place between September 29 and October 10. Schools may request individual student changes during this data review period. Initial requests for changes to individual student data may be made beginning September 29. Final resolution of individual changes must be made October 11-12. Directions for how to make individual changes in the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application and to download secure files will be shared with DACs in a future e-mail.
