10. interpret terminology for reading blueprints and/or patterns.
11. describe job market changes that have resulted from scientific advancements and the increased use of technology in a global economy.

12. access the training and preparation requirements on textiles/fashion and/or housing/interiors option.

13. create, present and critique design plans that address client needs.

14. gain work experience in the fashion and/or interiors industry.
15. identify and compare performance standards of materials.

16. utilize activities of the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America student organization as an integral component of course content and leadership development.

17. apply math, science, and communication skills within technical content.
18. demonstrate employability and social skills relevant to the career cluster.
