	   Instruct students to avoid sanding the basecoat. Let them know that if sanding must be done because of dirt or imperfections, allow time for it to dry. Inform students that wet sanding with 800 to 1200 grit sandpaper will minimize sand scratches. Explain that after the sanding is done, the sanded area must then be given another coat of basecoat to prevent streaking and mottling.

	   Inform students that they can wet sand out imperfections in the waterborne basecoat. For waterborne basecoats, instruct students that after the waterborne basecoat has fully flashed, dry sanding with 1000-2000 grit sandpaper works very well for removing dirt nibs and imperfections. A small amount of SXA330 (a wax and grease remover) can be sprayed on the sandpaper as lubricant, but dry sanding works just as well. Tell students to not use water. Explain that this can wash off the fresh waterborne basecoat.
