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National Advisor Selection for SkillsUSA Kentucky Delegation

In order to qualify as an Official SkillsUSA KY Chaperone/Advisor to Nationals:

1. Must be a Professional member of SkillsUSA.
2. Must fill out all necessary paperwork pertaining to travel and to be an official chaperone for KY SkillsUSA.
3. The criteria sheet will be used to determine who will be official chaperones for the current NLSC. Other criteria are geographical location in reference to student numbers in surrounding region(s), number of students attending and expertise of specific skill areas to assist students.
4. 1st Place State team coaches/advisors are selected to travel with their team; however the advisor may be asked to and assist supervise other KY delegates.
5. Advisors selected must be willing to supervise assigned students from other schools. 
6. A SkillsUSA team will be defined as 3 or more on a single contest.
7. All Chaperones must agree and are expected to forward information to assigned students (before and during conference) and be responsible for assigned students for the duration of the current NLSC.
8. An official chaperone may be relieved of their responsibilities as chaperone if the number of assigned students drop below five prior the NLSC.
