There will not be bus transportation for students & advisors; therefore each school is responsible to make arrangements to have students in Louisville on June 20nd by 4 PM. Students are not allowed to drive themselves.

NATIONAL REGISTRTATION PROCESS 
Advisors must enter information on skillsusa website for all attendee’s

1. Complete the upper portion of this page as well as  the following paperwork:
2. Use the columns on the right of the Registration Summary form to verify paperwork is completed and ready to mail to KY SkillsUSA Office for processing.  There is not time to contact schools with registration problems; double check all paperwork.
3. List all attendee’s on the Registration Summary Form according to who you want to share room with.  If rooming with another school identify the person(s) you want to room with, and their school on the summary form.
4. Complete online registration at the national website on all attendee’s to National SkillsUSA Conference. 
5. Print both sides of the completed NLSC1 form (back side is the code of conduct).
6. Initial top right corner of the code of conduct, photo release & personnel liability release page signifying you have read and agree to the code of conduct.
7. Complete the SkillsUSA Code of Conduct & Parental Permission Form agreeing to abide by the code of conduct form and also providing SkillsUSA to provide medical treatment in case of emergency.
8. Copy insurance card (front and back) and include with registration. If contestant does not have personal insurance make copies of the school insurance with a letter from school administer to verify student has no personal insurance. If more than one student is without insurance list everyone in the same letter & include in registration to the KY State SkillsUSA Office. 
9. Please double check to ensure  all blanks are filled in, names are correct as wanting to be printed on NLSC certificate, and ensure all signatures have been obtained.
10. Once all paperwork is completed mail to the KY SkillsUSA Office at 500 Mero Street, 20th Floor CPT, and Frankfort KY 40601.
Please mail the following forms:  1) the above student information sheet, 2) registration summary form 3) a printed NLSC1 form, 4) the code of conduct, photo release & personnel liability (back of NLSC1) with initial, 5) completed & signed code of conduct & parental permission form, 6) both sides of insurance or letter from school.  ALL paperwork, registration fee should be postmarked on or before May 6, 2016.
 If 1st place contestant cannot attend NLSC notify Larry Johnson, State SkillsUSA Director by 
May 6th or sooner if possible in order to invite the 2nd place contestant.

Lodging & Travel Information
The awards ceremony at the NLSC will close around 9:00 PM, upon returning to the hotel the Kentucky delegation will immediately begin our celebration at approximately 9:30 PM.  Certificates will be handed out, scores will be available, winners recognized, door prizes won and one student will walk away with a set of 2016 NLSC conference pins. 

In years past students departed Kansas City at mid-might and sleep on their way home, however this year with the NLSC being in Kentucky each student, parent and advisor must decide if they want to stay an extra night or drive home after the celebration at the hotel (11P-12A).  If you chose to stay Friday night there will be additional cost involved. 

· If you want to room with someone specifically at the conference please make note on your rooming list.  If you do not specify a roommate, student(s) will be assigned to a room with other students.  
· If your student(s) are staying the extra night, please group students so they wouldn’t need to change rooms for the one night 
· To keep expenses down for our students, I will assign 3 & 4 students to each room.
· National Registration includes lodging, conference registration, ground transportation, t-shirts, flashy lights, conference pins, and more
· Each school should pay with one check from the local chapter. 
· Advisors must abide by their governing agency pertaining to all travel policy. Check with the appropriate personnel on policies, and procedures for your specific school or college
· ATC employees do not pay with personal check, a DPR will be prepared from State SkillsUSA office 

Driving & Tools

· Secondary students may not drive themselves to or from the NLSC under ANY circumstances. Secondary may only ride with a parent/legal guardian or approve chaperone. 
· It is not recommended for Postsecondary students to drive; however they may drive if they gain approval from their college and if each PS students driving or riders signs a waiver releasing all parties of SkillsUSA (both State & National) from liability of any and all incidents which may occur to and/or from the NLSC.  
· Please be reminded National SkillsUSA has a very tight timeline; therefore if you drive and anything prevents you from being where you need to be, at the time scheduled, you will most likely be disqualified.
· All materials, tools, equipment and all displays are the responsibility of the individual contestant. Advisors please help make arrangements for transporting items students may need to compete. If there is a question on tools that is not found in the technical standards, play it safe.  It’s better to have and not need, than to need and not have.

Notice: All competitors must prepare a resume and submit a hard copy to the technical committee chair at the NLSC orientation (some contests require 3 resumes). Failure to do so will result in a 10 point penalty. Technical Standards page 10, #17.
