Discussion/Action: Common Core Academies, Tech Academies, New Voices Academy, Writing Project
Key Questions/Concerns: 
Common Core academies: embedded 90 hour professional learning

                     CHALLENGE: Districts and areas with greatest need (TELL and PD data) are ones 

                     cancelling academies or not attending. 

                     Jean will be contacting these directly using TELL data.
TECH academies: enormously successful – will continue as new technology comes in

                      CHALLENGES: none, pays for itself, even when giving away technology, need to

                      stay ahead of current trends.
New Voices academies: 

                      CHALLENGE: Summer scheduling getting increasingly difficult, need to get on 

                      calendar early, would like to move to more year-round embedded model.
Writing Project: Some sites very successful, others (Mountain) not full.
                      CHALLENGES: Funding changed from National Writing Project (NWP) so tuition is

                      not covered, partner universities don’t want to pay or waive tuition either. One

                      way to support is by giving funds directly to schools- go where they are needed 

                      and work within or across regions or districts rather than at university sites. 

                      Online options discussed, could be used for continued discussion or community 

                      but face to face is strength of WP. Time constraints, summers shorter, staggered 

                      start and end times for schools leaves 4-5 weeks at most, already booked by 

                     schools. Most move to embedded year round model.

SCIJOURN Project introduction:

                     CHALLENGE: Working in Alan and Wendy (writers of text, Front Page Science) and 

                     other WP academies or trainings to make most of their time. This could be part of

                     outreach funding, need to find ways to incorporate into schedule.
