	Agenda Item:  Call to Order
Discussion/Action:  Chair Kim Elam called the meeting to order at 9:10 a.m.  Kim provided the committee a brief introduction of Johnny Collett, Director, Division of Learning Services with the Kentucky Department of Education.

	Agenda Item:  State Systemic Improvement Plan (SSIP)
Discussion/Action:  
Johnny Collett, Director, Division of Learning Services with the Kentucky Department of Education, briefly introduced himself to the committee members.  Johnny provided a history of the State Systemic Improvement Plan (SSIP) and the connection to the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) with the U.S. Department of Education.  He explained the department has a new accountability framework called the Results Driven Accountability (RDA) that requires all states submit a SSIP.  He shared the three phases of the SSIP: analysis, plan, and evaluation.  The Kentucky Department of Education is currently in the planning phase with a focus on increasing the capacity of local districts, providing targeted support for some districts, and providing universal support for all districts.  He highlighted that the SSIP is not just about compliance, but about the outcomes.  He reminded the committee that 78% of students with disabilities are not College and Career Ready.  Shawn Justice asked about clarification regarding where students fall in the data that complete an alternate assessment.  Johnny provided the committee with clarification and insight on where alternate assessments are headed in the future of accountability.  He shared data broken down by grade level with comparison between all students and students with disabilities.  Each educational cooperative is required to develop a Regional Systemic Improvement Plan (RSIP).  Right now, the SSIP committee is focusing on 8th grade proficiency, which also means providing professional learning for elementary teachers around best practices and strategies. As part of the SSIP, the KDE is developing an Instructional Practices and Academic Content (IPAC) team.  The mission of the IPAC team is to provide support to the SSIP team and Regional Cooperatives by selecting and vetting educational initiatives that are likely to address the Gap in mathematics for struggling learners.  This research will be used to advise districts on usable and measureable interventions that will be assorted as a menu.  The first meeting of the IPAC team is scheduled for December 18th and they would like to include a CMA representative.  The committee briefly discussed the alignment to the CMA’s Strategic Plan with this work.  The committee held a discussion about which member would best serve in this role.  The committee members present decided it would be best for Kim Elam to attend the first meeting.  In addition to a CMA representative, the Kentucky Center for Mathematics will send Alice Gabbard and a Mathematics Intervention Teacher to serve on the IPAC team.

	Agenda Item:  Updates on the Mathematics Achievement Fund
Discussion/Action: 
Pamela Pickens, a consultant with the Kentucky Department of Education, provided the committee with an update and summary of the Mathematics Achievement Fund grant.  She reminded the committee of the timeline, approved program list, and overall grant requirements.  She reported that 258 grant applications were submitted on time and scored.  The grant review/scoring was held November 12-14, which included 60 scorers from across the state with varied backgrounds.  Each grant application was read and scored three times.  She provided the committee with a summary of core curriculums from the applications, as well as a breakdown of the approved intervention programs.  The grant awards are scheduled to be announced Monday, December 22, 2014.

	Agenda Item:  Agency Reports

Discussion/Action: 
· Kentucky Adult Education – Gayle Box shared an update on current work around mathematics.  She mentioned a dilemma around Adult Education:  Standards-based instruction takes time, but adult students come to KAE for six weeks or less.  They have struggled with what to do to meet the needs of their students in this time frame.
· Education Workforce and Development – Kate Akers shared that Kentucky has been chosen to participate in the NGA Policy Academy to Align the Education and Training Pipeline to the Needs of the Economy. Leaders from education, workforce development, economic development and the business community are heading up this work and have developed a state action plan for the next 18 months. The plan addresses goals and actions that must be taken in K-12, career and technical programs, workforce training programs and postsecondary education to achieve stronger results for the state’s citizens and its economy.  The academy’s vision is to create a world-class talent pipeline that will fuel economic growth in Kentucky by aligning workforce, education and economic development strategies which enhance sustainable economic and job growth to improve the lives of Kentuckians.  
· Educational Professional Standards Board – Jimmy Adams provided an update on teacher preparation programs, including employee and student outcomes.  He reported that Kentucky is ahead of the national regulations because Kentucky is working with KAPE and the accountability model.  He mentioned specific projects, including the Network to Transform Teacher Preparation and aligning KTIP to PGES; INTEP – program accreditation; and SEED/KyNT3 – a focus group to recruit more NBCT in high-need schools and to build teacher leadership.
· Kentucky Department of Education – Robin Hill shared Dr. Holliday’s Blog, the professional learning link and insight on the KCAS Challenge.

	Agenda Item:  Reevaluation of the Committee for Mathematics Achievement’s Strategic Plan
Discussion/Action: 
Penny Roberts provided the committee with the history of the CMA, including a brief background of HB93, the development of diagnostic/intervention services, and mathematics coaching.  She also shared how the strategic plan was originally developed, including a timeline, subcommittees, list of concern, priorities, revisions, etc.  The members present discussed a plan of action for revising the strategic plan and focused on using the “Criteria for Selecting Priority Problems.”  Small groups were created to develop a needs statement, review connection with criteria, review previous needs statements, and review the law.  When clarifying the need, each small group will provide a rationale/evidence of the need, strategies for addressing the need, resources needed, and potential solutions.
