	Agenda Item: Update on actions by the 2016 Kentucky General Assembly affecting P-12 education and feedback from CPAC members.
Discussion/Action: Tracy Goffman spoke on Senate and House bills that passed during the General Assembly (focused on S.B. 33, S.B. 185, S.B. 228, S.B. 256, H.B. 111, H.B. 420), also discussed bills that were vetoed in General Assembly (S.B. 196, S.B. 245, H.B. 626, H.B. 423), line item vetoes in certain Bills, Senate Resolutions, and an Executive Order that is to be issued for new Dual Credit Program in all public High Schools.
Key Questions/Concerns: Questions about certain bills, specifically about the Executive Order that will be coming down - “How will the new Dual Credit Program work in public schools?”


	

	Agenda Item: KDE Budget update based on actions by the 2016 Kentucky General Assembly affecting P-12 education and feedback from the CPAC members
Discussion/Action: Executive Branch Budget has passed (H.B. 303); Support Education Excellence in Kentucky (SEEK) funds remain the same as FY16; Bureau of Operations and Support Services (BOSS) funds have been set at $2,000,000 each fiscal year, to be used to evaluate overall quality and conditions of school buildings; KY Educational Technical System (KETS) and KY Education Network (KEN) funds remain the same as FY16; Learning and Results Services (LARS) funds remain the same except there is no longer funding for ACT, WorkKeys, Every1Reads, Drop Out Prevention, License update to become compliant with Homeland Security requirements at airports. Kentucky Board of Education Annual Report on performance is to be submitted to LRC by 12/1/2016. Eligibility for Preschool just went to 200%; Local District Capital Outlay Funds will be approved for use by KBE, and will make recommendation for continued use in FY18. KY School for the Deaf (KSD) and KY School for the Blind (KSB) had both State School General Funds approved and Capital Funding was granted for building and maintenance needed.
Key Questions/Concerns:  Issues coming from not being compliant with Federal security measurements with ID’s? Budget issues every year like this one. Why were the ACT/WorkKeys areas defunded? 


	

	Agenda Item:  Presentation on development of Kentucky’s new accountability system and feedback from CPAC members?
Discussion/Action: 11 Community Town Halls were conducted over 7 weeks, as well as a Town Hall for KDE employees. Virtual Town Hall is coming 06/07/2016. Passage of ESSA ends the NCLB Act; states can now revise their accountability system to meet ESSA standards; KY got feedback from Kentuckians during the Town Hall meetings and notes were recorded by Hope Street Group teachers; recording of Town Halls will be available on KDE website with a spreadsheet of notes organized into 5 themes. KDE website will also list the goals of the new accountability website (future success of students, future emphasis on achievement, less competition more collaboration, etc.); Improvement opportunities for new system includes less emphasis on testing, closing achievement gap and improve program review process; External Factors include: Community and parent involvement, school safety, business communication, class size, lacking male role models. Will be establishing 5 new committees for decision making: College/Career Readiness, Assessment, Opportunity & Access Indicators, School Improvement, Educational Innovation; Chair of all committees will work in the System. After going through appropriate Committee will go through the Consequential Review Committee (will check for issues/how to cheat), the Regulatory Review Committee (review laws/regulations), System Integration, then to the Accountability Steering Committee. After approval from all Committees, proposal will go in front of the Board of Education for final approval. Work groups have not been fully formed yet, all Committees have not been fully formed yet either. Draft of Timeline for implementation was presented, Rhonda Sims will be sending out for distribution to the CPAC. KDE would like the new process with the new system to start being used in the 2017-2018 school year, not enough time for implementation in the 2016-2017 school year.
Key Questions/Concerns:  Rhonda Sims will be sending out for distribution to the CPAC.  Several had attended the town hall meetings across the state.
