	Agenda Item: Introduction of Commissioner Stephen Pruitt
Discussion/Action: Commissioner Pruitt introduced himself to the group by mentioning his most recent service as senior vice president at Achieve, Inc., an independent, nonpartisan, nonprofit education reform organization based in Washington, D.C. Dr. Pruitt mentioned his prior experience as chief of staff, associate state superintendent, director of academic standards, and science and mathematics program manager with the Georgia Department of Education. His early experience also included tenure as a high school chemistry teacher in Georgia.

The Commissioner said he would emphasize academic success for students, professional growth for all educators, collaboration, and building relationships, coalitions and partnerships.

· Gap – Percentage of students in non-duplicated aggregate (African American, Hispanic, American Indian, Limited English proficiency, students in poverty and students with disabilities) scoring Proficient or higher.

· Growth – Points awarded for students showing typical or high growth as compared to their academic peers.

Key Questions/Concerns:  
Commissioner Pruitt discussed providing more opportunities for students to show academic growth rather than one test as a sole measurement at the end of the year. He outlined an assessment that measured progress over the course of the year that perhaps included a capstone project.
Commissioner Pruitt outlined KDE’s effort to match student standards to the assessments. 
Rhonda Simms outlined the process for release of the data on October 1. As is always the case, the districts are provided the embargoed assessment scores before they are publicly released. 
Rhonda Simms discussed competitive system of ranking by results that began in 2014-15.
