	Agenda Title:  2016 Budget Update

Brief Summary of Discussion/Action:  
· Members were briefed on the Governor’s recommended budget and process of budget in the General Assembly process. Budget reductions were discussed with emphasis that no decisions had been made at this point in time on programs or accounts that would be affected. Goals to minimize impacts to local school districts, KSB/KSD and ATC were shared with the members. However, staff shared the reality of some negative impact due to the size of the recommended reduction in FY 16 of $17.9 million and $35.8 million impact in FY 17 and FY 18.   

Key Questions/Concerns/Follow-up Necessary: 
Members are concerned about local district impact. One member shared concern for some districts of this impact on top of what he perceives as inequity in the funding of SEEK. Follow up should be continued communication with the advisory group members on the subject of the budget as it continues through the legislative process.
