Jackie Risden-Smith made a motion to approve the minutes with change on page 5.  Connie Pohlgeers seconded the motion.
Martha Slemp made a presentation at the SAPEC April 2014 meeting on incarnated youth in Kentucky adult correctional facilities.  The panel suggested that a letter be written to Dr. Holliday.  Draft will be forwarded to the panel for review and a final letter will be written and sent to Dr. Holliday.  Ms. Slemp gave a brief summary of the Kentucky Department of Corrections Education Branch to our new members on the panel since this discussion happened prior to them being appointed to the panel.  Title 1 funding is available for students between the ages of 18-21 that receive Special Education services.  There is a gap of services for these individuals who are incarcerated that have not received a high school diploma.
Jackie Risden-Smith made a motion to move forward with the letter to recommend to Dr. Holliday to partner with the Kentucky Department of Corrections.  Motion was seconded by Brent Merritt.  The panel will receive a draft of the letter via email for review.

Panel members discussed the CEC program sessions and a suggestion was made by new panel member Brian Lovell that more sessions be geared toward parents for next year’s CEC Conference.  

Key Questions/Concerns:  The Panel is in process of drafting a letter to Commissioner Holliday to recommend that there be a partnership developed between KDE and the Kentucky Department of Corrections to address the educational needs of students with disabilities who are incarcerated in Kentucky adult correctional facilities.

Discussion/Action:
Johnny Collett updated the Panel on the State Systemic Improvement Plan.
 Only 22 out of 100 students with disabilities are College and Career Ready upon graduation.  
Discussion occurred regarding Senate Bill 200. Senate Bill 200 is an act pertaining to students and student- related involvement with the juvenile justice system.

The Panel would like to explore this piece of legislation in greater depth.  The Panel requested that more information be shared at the SAPEC February 2015 meeting in Frankfort, Kentucky.  There needs to be more information on ways for school districts to partner with Department of Community Based Services (DCBS).  Johnny Collett will contact the Commissioner from DCBS to possibly address the Panel at the February meeting in Frankfort.
In efforts to greater connect the behavioral health needs of students with academic learning and achievement,  KDE has received the “AWARE” grant and will be piloting activities under this grant with school districts.
