	Agenda Title:  Overview of 2014-15 statewide assessment and accountability results

Presenter:  Jennifer Stafford

Brief Summary of Discussion/Action:  
In general, the Superintendents’ Advisory Council stated that the Unbridled Learning Assessment and Accountability system is too complicated.  Multiple components add to the complexity of the system.  Specific statements given include:
· Growth-1) Growth should be about individual student growth from year-to-year; 2) all students should be able to be successful, not just 60%
· Accountability system-1) we should define student learning and the measure thereof, not add everything and call it student learning; 2) no one can explain it which leads to the thought that it doesn’t matter; 3) it is hard to motivate staff who do not understand how it all goes together
· Program Reviews-Almost 1/4 of the accountability system can be manipulated by school/district
· Delivery Targets-1) Unclear how these are included in the accountability system; 2) including these measures in the evaluation system is hurting staff 
· Trend data-lack of trend data leads to distrust of the system
· Percentile rank-1) it does not add value to the system; 2) one district stopped using or discussing it with community

· KDE will continue to gather feedback from shareholders and have internal discussions.

Brief Summary of Discussion/Action:

Biennial Budget Planning.  The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) and the Kentucky Board of Education (KBE) are concluding the development cycle for the 2016-2018 Biennial Budget Request. 

At the April 2015 board meeting, KDE staff provided a general overview of the biennial budget process. In June 2015, KDE staff reviewed the KDE “Baseline” budget in detail with the KBE. At the August 2015 KBE meeting, KDE staff discussed prospective “Additional Budget Request” items. During August and September, KDE solicited feedback from various constituent groups regarding the KDE items under consideration and any additional priorities for KDE to consider.

At the October 6, 2015 meeting, KBE gave final approval of the proposed 2016-2018 Biennial Budget Request. The request will be submitted to the Office of the State Budget Director and the Legislative Research Commission November 1, 2015.
