	Agenda Item: Suggested entrance/exit criteria for Priority Schools
· The group is interested in looking at an exit criteria that would exit a school in three years if they no longer mirrored the entrance criteria.  
· The group does not feel like the entrance or exit criteria needs to focus on AMO.

· Use a three year average to determine if a school goes into priority status.  
· If a school is consistently making progress during three years they should exit priority status.   

· Emphasis should be placed on growth measures in reading and math. 

· Emphasis should be on student percentile growth compared to demographically comparable schools.
· A priority school that is proficient or distinguished three years in a row should be removed from priority status.
Agenda Item: Suggested flexibilities for High Performing Schools and All Schools
· High Performing schools can mask gap.  Mid-Performing schools that are truly moving gap students should be rewarded.
· If you are above the 90%ile you no longer have to try to outperform your scores from the previous year. 
· A safe zone needs to be part of the new system.  One student shouldn’t make a difference in your classification. 
· % of students need to be used instead of 10 students when looking at subgroups. (This is for all schools)
· Unfair to be knocked out of the “distinction” category because of one subgroup.
Agenda Item: Suggested Pieces in School Quality
· This piece of the “pie” accountability system needs to contain several pieces.  
· Climate and culture surveys.
· Opportunities that are being provided to students. (Programming, Extra Curricular)
· The services and opportunities that schools are providing to ESL students.
