Discussion/Action: 
· There was a question on how KDE eliminated responses from students who didn’t take the survey seriously. KDE found it was a small percentage of responses indicated this approach, so they were ultimately included in the results. Most students do take the survey seriously in their responses to it. 
· Student voice is important because the students are with the teachers every day and are a good judge of how they’re doing outside of a principal visit to the classroom. 
· Emotions and maturity may come into play when student are rating teachers; students are hard on teachers who push them to do better. 
· Students thought the survey questions were fairly understandable and covered a sufficient amount of areas; also the questions weren't too specific so that every type of class could take them but they also weren't too broad so that they were confusing.
· If you make it any shorter, you might not get all the information you need. The current survey (20 items) only took about five minutes and didn't take much class time. Teachers were glad it didn't take long.

· Students would be interested in looking at new questions or revisions to the survey.

Discussion/Action: 

· Students felt the surveys (elementary and middle/high) designed by KDE were easy to complete, but some students might not understand some of the questions if they’re younger or may need assistance completing the survey.

· If teachers could attach the survey to other paperwork that is sent home with a student, that might raise participation rates. Also, if you could get the schools to announce the survey along with the other announcements at the beginning of the year, that would help for older students. Also use a school’s/school district’s social media to promote the survey(s) which would also make parents aware of the survey(s).
· Students also suggested using school clubs to spread the word about taking the survey(s).
· Students suggested giving the survey about a month into the next school year to give students time to settle into a new school year.
· The best way to get students to complete is finding a quick time to complete during the school day. Maybe during a study hall or we have a freer period. 
· If you could explain to students how important their feedback is they might be more excited about it.
