Instructions For Review of Recommendations

Purpose
The overall task of the Systems Integration Work Group is to present a coherent set of recommendations regarding an accountability system for Kentucky to the Steering Committee.

Overview
The Systems Integration Work Group will receive recommendations from  several other Work Groups:
College and Career Readiness
Opportunity and Access
School Improvement
Assessment
Educational Innovations

The Systems Integration Work Group will review the recommendations and decide upon a coherent set of recommendations.  Those recommendations will be reviewed by two other Work Groups:
Consequential Review Work Group
Regulatory Review Work Group
The Consequential Review Work Group is charged with helping ensure there are no unintended negative consequences.  The Regulatory Review Work Group is charged with informing the Steering Committee if there is anything in the Systems Integration Work Group’s recommendations that is not in compliance with federal or state law.

The recommendations will go from the Systems Integration Work Group to the Steering Committee for recommendation for the Commissioner to carry the recommendations to the state Board of Education, who will decide what will be adopted and placed in regulation, etc.

Specific Instructions
1. Each member of the Systems Integration Work Group will receive a set of recommendations from the other Work Groups.  The recommendations from each Work Group will be in a common format (see attachment).
2. Each member should review the recommendations.
a. Use the form at the bottom of this document or any other method you think effective to make notes to help you prepare for the in-person Systems Integration Work Group meeting.  (Use additional pages as necessary.)
b. Record any question you have about the recommendation (under “Integration Needs”).
c. Record any concerns, connections to other recommendations, etc. that you want to remember and bring up at the meeting (under “Integration Notes”).
d. Record your recommended action regarding the recommendation (under “Recommended Actions).
e. You may find it helpful to have a list of the elements of the accountability system to help you consider how the elements of the system are integrated.  This may be especially helpful when an element in the current system is recommended to be changed (see “Discussed Implications”).
3. Organized and prioritize your questions, comments, and recommended actions so that the Systems Integration Work Group can deal with the more important issues at its in-person meeting(s).
The agenda for the Oct. 4, 2016 meeting is to review the recommendations.
Another meeting of the Systems Integration Work Group has been scheduled for Oct. 11.
The objective is to send the set of recommendations after the Oct. 11 meeting for review by the Regulatory Review and Consequential Review Work Groups.
The Steering Committee has a meeting scheduled for Oct. 31, 2016 to consider any small adjustments prior to the Steering Committee’s meeting on November 2.
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
