Mary Ann Blankenship gave updates on the Elevating of Teacher Voice

· Two points – 

1. Elevating  the voice of the practitioners 
2. Having teachers co-create the systems that will be used to evaluate
· Group guiding the work  named themselves TALK – Teaching Advocates Leading Kentucky - 18 teachers

· The work of this grant will focus around two initiatives - 

1. Enhanced electronic communications with teachers coming from KEA

2. Conferences – three days in June 19-21– by teachers, for teachers, about teachers
           The TALK committee has suggested a guideline that 75% of the conference participants be teachers.

· Dan Cruse - Hope Street Group (HSG) is a  National public policy nonprofit that works with 
Does work across three policy areas – Education, Healthcare and Jobs

· HSG is looking to do as an organization is the Kentucky State Teachers and Fellows Program. This will be the first statewide program

· Application process for teachers only

· They would stay in the classroom and receive a stipend
· Provide skilling up opportunities i.e. speaking courses

· Virtual agieve in Platform – an online space used in 10 states.

Recommendation 25:  PGP should be aligned with the Danielson framework (use the formal name of framework) and informed by qualitative and quantitative evidence, as reflected and initiated by teachers (based on individual teacher needs), and developed in collaboration with the evaluator. 

Recommendation 26:  (Implementation) PGPs should be reviewed 3x in summative years and 2 in non-summative (beginning and mid-year) years.

Recommendation 27:  (Non-Policy) All domains within the Framework for Teaching are appropriate to be addressed in the PGP.
