DR. MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. ESSAY CONTEST

Theme: Moving Beyond The Dream To Brighten The Future
This theme offers students an opportunity to express how they see themselves as productive citizens in society. This theme also encourages students to promote their vision of how they can impact change in their community and in the world at large. They can answer the questions of who am I and what can I contribute to society to make the world a better place. The answers to these questions can be explored in this theme as students convey how they envision their community and the world through their youthful eyes. 

Who May Apply?  
All 4 – 12 students are eligible to participate in the essay contest. All participants must be enrolled in a Kentucky school.   

Requirements:

· Participants must be enrolled in a Kentucky school.

· Artwork should be inspired by a Dr. King moment or speech and how it has influenced the student’s thoughts on the theme: Moving Beyond The Dream To Brighten The Future
· Entries must be 500 words or less on standard 8-1/2 x 11 white paper with 1” margins, double spaced, and in no creative font (Arial and or/New Times Roman are recommended). 
· Videos, films, drawings, etc. will not be accepted. 
All writing entries will be judged on the criteria listed in the Kentucky Writing Scoring Rubric: purpose, awareness of audience, idea development, organization (sentence structure and transitions), language, and correctness.  
Awards: Each winner will receive a plaque for competing in this year’s contest.
Deadline:
Entries must be received (not postmarked) in the Governor’s Office of Minority Empowerment no later than close of business on Friday, November 16, 2012.
