· To be eligible for this unique recognition, an alternative education program must meet the following criteria.  The program must be defined as an A5 or A6 program:

A5 Program: A district-operated and district-controlled facility designed to provide services to at-risk populations with unique needs

A6 Program: A district-operated instructional program in a nondistrict-operated institution (group home, detention center, hospital, etc.) serving youth who are State Agency Children (SAC). These youth are the responsibility of the Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ), the Department of Community Based Services (DCBS), and the Department for Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities and Addiction Services (MHDDAS).
· If selected as a finalist, the program must be available for an on-site visit by a team of educators
