Dear Superintendent and Title I Coordinator, 

KRS 158.865-867, which was passed in the 2012 legislative session allows districts to establish summer learning camps (SLCs) for Title I eligible, low-achieving students in the second year of the primary program through grade 5.  

The statute (summary attached) authorizes districts to provide a summer instructional program as well as enrichment experiences for these students to allow them to maintain and improve reading and mathematics skills developed over the school year, and prevent them from falling behind during the summer break.  Non-Title I students may be served on a space-available basis under certain conditions.

The statute requires the KDE, prior to the commencement of the SLCs, to determine a local district’s intention to provide a camp(s), the projected membership, and the estimated numbers of students to be transported.   

After completion of the SLC, the district must submit a summary annual report (copy attached) for each camp in the district, which KDE will summarize into a statewide report.  The report is also required to include statewide assessment data disaggregated by students who were in attendance at a camp.  When funding becomes available for this program, districts will also submit membership and transportation data at this time in order to receive an allocation; however, no funding has been appropriated at this time.     

KDE staff is available to provide technical assistance to districts wishing to operate a SLC.  Please note that federal prohibitions regarding supplanting remain in effect.
