Mandatory Civil Rights Data Collection (December 7 Deadline)

There are currently 36 of Kentucky’s LEAs that have not started the SY 2011–12 Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC).  There are only two weeks until the December 7th deadline, it is important that all LEAs get started with their submissions to ensure they have ample time to complete the data collection.  

Providing information to the CRDC is mandatory under federal law.
