FY13 Tentative Title III LEP and Immigrant Award Announcement (Attachments)

Title III LEP/Immigrant district tentative awards for School Year FY13 (2012-2013) may be viewed at the following link: http://www.education.ky.gov/KDE/Administrative+Resources/Finance+and+Funding/Budgets/Federal+Grant+Allocations.htm.

To receive funding for FY13, eligible districts must complete the Title III Subgrant Agreements for LEP and Immigrant (attached) and return this to KDE according to the instructions on the agreement, no later than August 13, 2012.  For LEP funding, districts eligible to “stand alone” must generate $10,000 minimum. All other districts that are eligible to form a consortium must generate the $10,000 minimum.  If applying as a consortium, identify all consortium members. Individual districts in the consortium must complete and return their Subgrant Agreement. 
Final awards will be announced in late August and the plan and budget will be due by mid-September.

Invitation for high school students to Join the Debates

In cooperation with the Commission on Presidential Debates, and in partnership with the 2012 presidential and vice presidential debate host institutions (University of Denver, Centre College, Hofstra University and Lynn University), Explo is leading Join the Debates to encourage high school students to engage in productive conversations about world issues.

After each of the presidential and vice presidential debates, diverse groups of high school students from across the U.S. and the world will join with trained facilitators to meet online for a conversation. For about an hour, these students will share their thoughts and listen to those of other members of their group. For many students, this will be the first time they will have the opportunity to engage in substantive conversation with people from outside of their geographic areas.

The conversations will happen using Google+ Hangouts, and students will need a Google (or Gmail) account to participate, as well as access to a computer with an Internet connection. Teachers and school administrators may wish to incorporate Join the Debates into their classrooms and school curricula. 

The complete registration process will be available on the Join the Debates website (http://jointhedebates.org/) at the end of August. For now, students may signal their interest by submitting their names and e-mail addresses on the “sign up” section of the website. Organizers will contact students once registration is live.

Prior to each of the debates, students will be assigned to a discussion group with 4-6 high school students and a trained facilitator. All participants should watch the debates  and then meet their group online at 11 p.m. The group facilitator will contact students with instructions on how to join the hangout.

KyEM develops training for disaster application

Kentucky Emergency Management (KyEM) has developed a weeklong training program for individuals who may be designated as application agents for school districts that have experienced natural disasters.

A major component of disaster recovery is the participation in Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) assistance programs. These programs provide essential funding for applicants to restore damaged facilities, replace destroyed equipment and supplies, and mitigate against future damages. The process is complex, and failure to understand program requirements can impact assistance.

KyEM’s training will provide prospective applicants with information and tools needed to ensure their applications and funded and projects completed pursuant to FEMA guidelines.

The next applicant training course is set for the week of August 13 at the Transportation Building on Mero Street in Frankfort. There is no cost for training or materials. Participants are responsible for their own meals and lodging. The training is set for 1 p.m. to 4:30 p.m. ET on Monday; 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Tuesday through Thursday; and 8 a.m. until noon on Friday.
