KRS 158.865-867 – Summer Learning Camps Requirements


	Overview/Purpose
	Promote a program through which disadvantaged and low-achieving children maintain and improve the reading and mathematics skills developed during the school year.

	School/Student 

Eligibility Requirements/Priorities
	Eligible School – Title I, Part A School-wide or Targeted Assistance schools OR non-Title I that can meet the requirements 

Eligible Student – Children in grades P-2 to 5 from low-income families (economically disadvantaged student that meets the school district’s definition for Title I purposes) and children behind in grade level work (low-achieving Title I student who performs academically below expected potential as measured by assessments used for Title I identification).

Student Service Priorities – 

· School-wide Title I schools – 1) Students enrolled in the school last year, then 2) within district attendance area, students served in another school-wide or Targeted Assistance program that are lowest-achieving, most disadvantaged, disabled, migrant homeless or limited English proficient (not in specific order).

· Two Title I School-wide Program schools may combine to have a single camp.    

· Targeted Assistance Title I schools shall admit eligible Title I students. 

· Other non-Title I students may attend enrichment tuition-free (on a space-available basis so long as other non-Title I funds are used to support

· Districts with no Title I schools may establish camps with state/local funds. 

	SLC Program Requirements (minimum)


	· Three (3) hours daily innovative instruction in reading and math 

· Three (3) hours planned enrichment activities  that are available to all students, including music, dance, arts and crafts, sports, technology and other appropriate activities

· 20 – 25 days of programming 

· Planning/implementation to include community partners

· Parent notification process

· Highly qualified teachers for reading and math

· Appropriately prepared instructors for enrichment which may include non-certified personnel.

· Background checks for all staff

· Clearly defined administrative responsibilities under the authority of the superintendent and board

· Innovative teacher PD/ability to pilot innovative instructional models 

· Transportation paid for with non-Title I funds (both ways for in-district full-time attendees, one- way for in-district enrichment-only attendees) 

· Meet health, safety, civil rights and disability requirements
· Evaluation procedures

	LEA Data/Reporting Requirements – Pre SLC
	Pre-SLC – Send to KDE a notice of intent to establish an SLC, projected membership, estimated number of transported students.

	LEA Fiscal Management
	· Teacher compensation for highly-qualified SLC teachers who serve Title I or IDEA may be paid with Title I or IDEA funds consistent with federal program requirements.
· Enrichment instructors may come from ESS, SLC designated funds, local or private funds.  

· Teaching in an SLC shall be considered extra services and highly qualified teachers will make KTRS contributions

· District shall establish a separate fund for each school with a SLC.  The fund shall include any state SLC appropriations, grants, donations and fundraising proceeds, but shall not include any Title I funds.

· Those funds may be used for personnel, field trips, supplies, materials and equipment for the SLC.  

· Individual school funds will roll over to the following year and if the school is no longer running a SLC, the money can go to another school that is, or if there is none, to close the achievement gap between low- and high-income students. 

	LEA Data/Reporting Requirements – Post 
	Post- SLC – Within 1 month of closure, file a membership and transportation report to receive funding.  KDE specifies reporting procedures.

Post-SLC – After the completion of the SLC, each district submits to KDE a summary annual report for each camp based on the timelines, processes, and reporting form developed by the KDE.  Minimum requirements are 

· Student demographics (grade level, gender, economic disadvantage, race, and if applicable, disability;

· Membership and ADA;  

· Programs provided; 

· Description of enrichment activities, including field trips; 

· Staff credentials; 

· Summary of activities to engage parents; 

· Summary of partnerships established and description of shared activities.

	SEA Fiscal Management  
	KDE distributes any appropriated funds under this program to each district based on ADM, transportation based on last year’s per-pupil calculation.   

	SEA Data/Reporting Requirements 
	KDE summarizes the annual reports and electronically publishes a statewide report with best practices, success stories, and state academic data disaggregated by SLC attendance.  

	Technical Assistance 
	KDE shall provide technical assistance to districts but may not add curriculum requirements.

	Other
	Districts may contract with private providers for enrichment program.  
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
