TRANSITION ATTAINMENT RECORD TRAINING (GRADES 8, 10 AND 11 ONLY) (repeat)
The online training for the Transition Attainment Record (TAR) will be available the afternoon of Monday, March 4. The TAR is an assessment checklist completed by the ARC or transition committee for students in grades 8, 10 and 11 only. The TAR aligns with the state mandated grade 8 EXPLORE, grade 10 PLAN and grade 11 ACT. 

The TAR will provide new checklist items in reading/writing and mathematics this year, but still follow the same format. These new items align to the reading, mathematics and writing standards that are currently taught at grade 8 and high school. Over the past year, classroom teachers commented that the TAR standards did not match the standards measured by the Alternate K-PREP Attainment Tasks. KDE worked to align the TAR items to the same content being taught in the classroom based on the new Alternate K-PREP/Kentucky Core Academic Standards (KCAS). The new TAR items will be released when it opens March 4. These new items will also display a stronger alignment to the ACT College Readiness Standards assessed on the grade 8 EXPLORE, grade 10 PLAN and grade 11 ACT.

Science will not provide new test items as the current science assessments are based on Core Content 4.1. Once new science standards are adopted in Kentucky, work will begin to identify new standards for the Alternate Assessment; this will include the TAR.

Additional training information for the TAR will be released Friday, March 1 with details around where to access support materials and steps to obtain the TAR assessment.
