TRANSITION ATTAINMENT RECORD TRAINING (Available Monday Afternoon, September 15)
The online training for the Transition Attainment Record (TAR) will be available the afternoon of Monday, September 15. The TAR is an assessment checklist completed by the ARC or transition committee for students in grades 8, 10 and 11 only.  The TAR aligns with the state mandated grade 8 Explore, grade 10 Plan and grade 11 ACT. The TAR can also be provided to any grade 12 or grade 14 student who did not meet benchmark on the TAR at grade 11. 

To access the TAR document:
1. At the beginning of the TAR quiz, list the grade(s) that you have students enrolled in: 8, 10, 11; if you have more than one grade then select all that apply. If you plan to test a grade 12 or grade 14 student, select the grade 11 TAR document.
1. Once you complete the TAR quiz and submit, if a passing score is received you should now go back to the log in page. Under Teacher Tools, you should see a link titled Transition Attainment Record; click there to download the documents for the grades you requested.

KENTUCKY ALTERNATE ASSESSMENT RESOURCE GUIDE (Attention)
The Division of Learning Services (DLS), Diverse Learners Branch, has worked with the Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) in updating the Alternate Assessment Resource Guide for the 2014-15 school year. There have been minor changes to the pictures and text. 

With the release of the new standards for Alternate K-PREP Aligned to KCAS Science, the science portion of the Resource Guide is still under development.  Please note, the science portion of the Resource Guide will be sent out at a later date under a separate cover.  Alternate Assessment students will be only be tested for science in the spring of 2015, at grades 4, 7 and 11.  Grades 4 and 7 will not be used in state accountability.  The process for grade 11 is still under development.  For the upcoming school year, the focus is science instruction of the Alternate K-PREP aligned to KCAS Science.  Teachers are encouraged to review the new standards for the Alternate K-PREP aligned to KCAS Science, and discuss them with general education classroom teachers.  Teachers should become familiar with the standards, work with their general education teachers, and develop how they will implement the new science standards in the classroom.
