ALTERNATE K-PREP ATTAINMENT TASKS TRAINING NOW OPEN 
The Alternate Kentucky Performance Rating for Educational Progress (K-PREP) Attainment Tasks training is now open. As a reminder, make sure to follow these steps to ensure that the links within the training are live:

1. When the training loads, select the “Slide Show” option on the tool bar at the top of the screen.
1. Then select “From Beginning” this will allow you to see the training at full screen instead of providing notes and slides on the left hand side of the screen.
1. If you have speakers make sure that they are on; these trainings are narrated.
1. Before you take your quiz make sure that you have accessed the notes for each slide (I would print the PowerPoint, in the “print what” section select note pages). Some questions on the quiz will come from the notes.
1. Once you are viewing the training in slide show the links will then become live.

NONACADEMIC REPORT ISSUES WITHIN INFINITE CAMPUS (repeat- Special DAC E-mail)
The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) have been informed that there is a statewide issue within Infinite Campus (IC) impacting nonacademic reporting. When districts run Nonacademic Reports, they are receiving blank reports. It is not known when the issue will be resolved. Therefore, OAA will extend the current due date (December 3) for Nonacademic reporting to allow districts enough time to run and review their reports after this IC issue is resolved. 

As soon as OAA receives confirmation that the issue has been resolved, a new deadline will be set that will accommodate the need for districts to generate nonacademic reports and review them. Thank you for your patience.

The Alternate ACCESS for ELLs® current training PowerPoint is attached below. Alternate ACCESS for ELLs® test administrators need to review before administering in January.




PEARSONACCESS INDIVIDUAL STUDENT REPORTS (repeat) 
Individual Student Reports (ISRs) have been updated in PearsonAccess. DACs do NOT need to print these ISRs. KDE discovered that a limited number of students (1,143) had an incorrect performance level for On-Demand Writing printed on the students’ ISR.  The bar chart portion of the ISR included the correct student raw score of zero, but the performance level should have been Novice for these students.  See example below.
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The correct performance level appeared on the student listing for the school.

While all ISRs posted on PearsonAccess have a new date marking when the updated files were regenerated, only students with misprinted ISRs have a corrected On-Demand Writing performance level.

Districts impacted will receive a separate e-mail notice from Maranda Perkins. New printed ISRs for impacted students were shipped from Pearson and arrived in impacted districts by Wednesday of last week. The corrected ISRs should replace those received earlier for specific students.
