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QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
Q:	When will Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) open for spring 2014 testing?

A: 	The SDRR application will open on Monday, April 21 for schools and districts to begin work with rosters for spring testing. Please continue to emphasize the importance of “getting the rosters right”. SDRR rosters communicate to the Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA), information for students enrolled in grades 3 through 12 including test accommodations, non-participation and accountability changes. Rosters that are right this spring lead to accurate accountability reporting in the fall. Data in SDRR are organized by specific test: K-PREP Pearson 3-8, 10 and 11; K-PREP End-of-Course (Algebra II, Biology, English II and U.S. History); Alternate K-PREP 3-12; fall 2014 PLAN (grade 9) and College/Career Readiness (grade12). SDRR will close in early June; an exact date will be shared in a future DAC communication.

EOC TEMPLATE UPDATE IN INFINITE CAMPUS
QualityCore end-of-course exam scores have been loaded into Infinite Campus (IC) and CIITS. KDE has worked with IC to update the EOC template to display properly the performance level and scale score.

Note: Beginning in 2012-13, the scale score is based on multiple-choice only items. In 2011-12, a super score was reported based on multiple choice and constructed response items. 

The new template and scores were pushed out to districts beginning Friday, April 4. An example is provided below.

2014 ACT REPORTS
Student Reports
ACT student score reports are currently being mailed to students who tested March 4 and March 18. ACT student score reports are mailed to the student’s home address, if included on student's answer folder. High Schools also receive a copy of the score report and a list of students whose scores are included with each batch they receive from ACT. Copies of the ACT State-Allowed Notice to Principals will be mailed to principals to arrive in late July.

Students' Online Access
Students may access ACT scores online. To do so, students will need to create an ACT student web account at www.actstudent.org. Once created, students can go directly to the site and access test scores using login and password information: http://www.actstudent.org/scores/viewing-scores.html. 

Typically, students are able to view scores online at about the same time score reports are received (not before). If a student has already created an account, and does not see any scores, he/she can contact ACT Student Services at (319) 337-1313, to match scores with the account information provided.

Summary Reports
Due to inclement weather and the April make-up day, School and District Summary Reports will arrive later than usual. Currently, school and district aggregate reports are scheduled to arrive no later than August 8. District reports are shipped to the District Assessment Coordinators and high school data reports to the Principals. The districts also receive a data disc that includes all college reportable scores from the State Testing window, as well as paper copies of the high school profile reports for each school in the district. Copies of the State-Allowed Accommodations scoring letters will be shipped to districts and should arrive in early August.


STUDENT DATA REVIEW AND ROSTERS (SDRR) DEADLINE REMINDER (repeat)
OAA appreciates the efforts of schools and districts to make corrections to student information on the ACT roster in SDRR. The ACT roster will remain open until April 22. However, only those accountability changes that have been approved in SDRR by April 14 will appear on the spring On-Demand Writing roster for grade 11. Any changes approved after April 14 will NOT appear on the spring testing roster. Thus, after April 14, OAA recommends that districts hold any ACT accountability changes until spring testing rosters open, to avoid duplication efforts.

OAA also asks that districts take a moment to review any open change requests for ACT accountability in SDRR, and attempt to resolve them by April 14.


ALTERNATE K-PREP TESTING WINDOW 2 (repeat)
The second Alternate K-PREP testing window to administer Attainment Tasks (AT) will begin Monday, April 14. This window assesses content standards for reading, mathematics, science, social studies and writing. No tasks for window 2 may be administered before April 14.

Instruction may continue into the testing window as long as the content provided is not derived from the actual Attainment Tasks being administered. Once the task administration begins, all instruction for that standard should cease until after the task administration has been completed. The second testing window will end June 6.

Any make-up tests for window 1, not yet administered, may continue into window 2. For questions about administering the second Alternate K-PREP window or a make-up for the first window, please contact Kevin O’Hair at kevin.ohair@education.ky.gov. 

Score entry for test window 2 will officially open on April 14. Teachers who had access to enter scores during window 1 will continue to have access for score entry during window 2. District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) will have the same level of access that was provided during the earlier window.


PROGRAM REVIEWS SUBMISSION DEADLINE EXTENDED (repeat)
Due to the winter weather conditions, the Kentucky Department of Education is extending the submission date for Program Reviews. District approval and district submission into ASSIST for ALL Program Reviews are now required by June 11.
