QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
Q:	Is submission of the DAC/BAC certification of proper test administration forms still required by OAA/KDE?

A:	Yes, please remember that at the close of the summative test window, OAA needs confirmation that proper testing has occurred. Building Assessment Coordinators (BACs) should complete the BAC certification form and submit to their District Assessment Coordinator (DAC). DAC’s should keep the BAC certification forms on file. DACs will need to complete the DAC certification form and submit to Maranda Perkins at Maranda.perkins@education.ky.gov no later than two weeks after completion of the district’s testing window.



   


TURN YOUR ATTENTION TO GETTING THE ROSTERS RIGHT (DAC Action Required)
State testing is winding down. Most districts have completed state testing or will do so this week. The Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) appreciates the efforts of District and Building Assessment Coordinators in facilitating successful state testing. 

As testing closes, “Getting the rosters right” in the Student Data Review and Rosters (SDRR) application is critical for BACs and DACs. Clean rosters in the spring lead to easier data review and cleanup in late summer and accurate data for public release. During OAA’s most recent review of SDRR, several rosters appear inaccurate, particularly with End-of-Course tests. 

Corrections to the rosters need to happen before SDRR closes. Submission of new change requests in SDRR ends on June 13 and final resolution for existing change requests ends on June 23; both deadlines close at 5:00 p.m. EDT. OAA strongly encourages BACs and DACs to finish work before the deadlines to allow time to resolve unexpected issues that might arise.

As trained in February, students left on rosters, after data review, without an approved non-participation or test score, will be included in reporting as a zero (0) score. 

The rosters communicate to OAA information for students enrolled in grades 3 through 12 including test accommodations, non-participation and accountability changes. Remember, accountability for all testing is determined from the first day of the five-day summative test window.

ACT COMPASS® AND KYOTE TEST SCORES AVAILABLE IN INFINITE CAMPUS
School districts may access student test scores in Infinite Campus (IC) from ACT Compass and Kyote test administrations. This IC support (located on the Assessment Tab) was designed to assist school districts in identifying college- and career-ready students. The scores reflect students who took Compass from July 1, 2013 through April 30, 2014, or Kyote from July 1, 2013 through March 31, 2014. If a student completed the assessment multiple times, the highest score received is reflected in IC. As additional Compass or Kyote test scores are released, they will become available in IC.

RECONFIGURATION SPREADSHEET DUE JUNE 30
The Office of Assessment and Accountability asks that District Assessment Coordinators submit information on schools with service area changes for the 2014-15 school year by June 30. Change to school service area (reconfiguration) requests need to be made if:

1. the grade range in a school changes,
1. a new school is opened,
1. a school is closed, 
1. a school boundary changes, or 
1. a shift in student population of more than 40% occurs (regulation changed stability from 80% to 60%)*.

* 703 KAR 5:240, Accountability administrative procedures and guidelines, provides the stable population definition as follows: “A school shall be considered to have a stable population, if as a result of a change in service area boundaries or local board of education policies affecting student population served by a school, the population of the school remains at sixty (60) percent or higher of its original students from the previous year in the accountability grades.” 

For any school that falls into one of the five categories bulleted above, complete the spreadsheet (found here) and e-mail to Tina Logan by June 30. If a school is closed or a new school is opened, the numbers lost or gained from other schools in the district that are affected by this change should be entered into the spreadsheet. ANNUAL SENIOR TRANSITION SURVEY AND TRANSITION DATA
There have been numerous questions about student transition data and what is required for this year. At this time, requirements for individuals completing this work have not changed. KDE staff is in the process of working with the Kentucky Center for Education and Workforce Statistics (KCEWS, formerly P-20) to try to collect parts of this data through other state/national data systems. As we work through these collections and is able to collect this information automatically KDE will eliminate those from the requirements. OAA should have more information to share during the beginning of year Infinite Campus training on July 23 and 24. However, at this time schools/districts will need to continue all processes for student transition data as in the past. The senior transition survey can be found here. PROGRAM REVIEW SUBMISSION DEADLINE REMINDER
District-approved Program Review scores must be submitted into ASSIST by June 13. The scores are publicly reported in accountability this fall. District staff assigned to work with Program Reviews should follow up with schools to ensure that their work is done in a timeframe that allows district staff to approve and enter the scores before the deadline. ACT ASPIRE COMMUNICATION COMING FROM ACT, INC. (repeat of Special DAC E-Mail May 29)
In the next few days, Kentucky educators will receive an e-mail from ACT, Inc. This communication is written for a national audience and some information in the e-mail does not apply to Kentucky. The subject of the e-mail is the new ACT Aspire test. 

ACT is marketing Aspire as the redeveloped ACT Explore/Plan. The e-mail will say the Aspire test is the replacement for these tests, which is true for a national audience. However, in Kentucky the ACT Explore and Plan tests will continue for the 2014-15 and 2015-16 school years.

Additionally, Kentucky state procurement procedures require the Kentucky Department of Education to issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) to replace the high school and college readiness tests that have been fulfilled by the Explore/Plan tests. Since the RFP process provides a fair and level playing field to all vendors, no particular replacement tests for Explore and Plan can be predicted. All testing vendors will have the opportunity to bid to replace the high school and college readiness tests.

The Office of Assessment and Accountability believes it’s important to share this information in order for school and district staff to be fully informed when they receive the ACT e-mail. ALTERNATE K-PREP WINDOW 2 CLOSES FRIDAY (repeat)
The second Alternate Assessment testing window to administer Attainment Tasks will end Friday, June 6. This is the second of two windows set to assess content standards for reading, mathematics, science, social studies and writing. No tasks may be administered after June 6 without approval by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE). To request approval to test after June 6, please contact your District Assessment Coordinator (DAC) who will work with the Office of Assessment and Accountability (OAA) to make those arrangements.

STUDENT REGISTRATION DATABASE TO CLOSE JUNE 13 (repeat)
Score entry for test window 2 will officially end on Friday, June 13. Teachers who had access to enter scores during window 1 will continue to have access for score entry during window 2. District Assessment Coordinators (DACs) will have the same level of access that was provided during window 1.

All access to the Student Registration Database (SRD) will close on June 13. Due to timelines for early fall reporting, KDE will not be able to provide extensions past the June 13 deadline.

CLARIFICATION ON RETURN OF K-PREP STUDENT RESPONSE BOOKLETS (SRBs) (repeat)
Based on several questions received, OAA wants to clarify when K-PREP SRBs must be returned to Pearson. The following types of SRBs should NOT be returned to Pearson:  
1. Pre-printed SRBs for Alternate Assessment students; 
1. Incorrectly pre-printed SRBs; 
1. Unused SRBs; and
1. SRBs for non-participation students. 
Pearson only wants SRBs returned that need to be scored. However, if a district has already shipped back any of the above-mentioned SRBs, this is not a problem. Any soiled SRBs should not be returned, but should be destroyed according to OSHA guidelines. 

Ultimately, districts will still have an opportunity to check for student accountability discrepancies; OAA encourages districts to verify non-participation students during data cleanup. Non-participation students will not receive a Pearson score report, but will be listed on Kentucky’s report. OAA apologizes for any confusion caused because of this issue. If questions still remain, feel free to call (502) 564-4394 and ask to speak with a consultant. 

4- AND 5- YEAR ADJUSTED COHORT GRADUATION RATE STUDENT LISTINGS (repeat)
The 5-year Adjusted Cohort Graduation Rate will be used in 2014 Unbridled Learning accountability calculations (20% of the Next-Generation Learners total score at the high school level). The 4-year Adjusted Cohort Graduation Rate will be used to compare to the 2014 graduation rate goal that was released with the 4-year rates reported in the 2013 School Report Card. If a school makes its annual measurable objectives (AMO), but misses its graduation rate goal, it will be considered to have missed its AMO. Kentucky is applying for a one-year extension of its Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) waiver as offered by the United States Department of Education (USED) and has included this change for 2014 (page 55 and 86). The state's red-lined extension request (as required by USED) was submitted May 1, 2014 and can be found here.

When reviewing the 4-year rate, check to see which students did or did not graduate on time in four years with a regular high school diploma. Students who graduated on time with the regular diploma would count positively for the 4-year rate. For the 5-year rate (same cohort), please review the students that did not graduate on time for the 4-year cohort and ensure that all students who graduated during the fifth year with a regular high school diploma are listed correctly. These students would count as on time for 5-year cohort and would count positively for the 5-year rate.
