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QUALITY CONTROL (QC) DATA REVIEW UPDATES
Wednesday is Day 3 of the pre-public release QC data review and the process does work. With the help of districts, OAA has identified three issues what have required correction.  

For each of the first two issues, a list of impacted districts is attached.  
1. Please look at each list to see if your district was impacted.
1. If impacted, download a separate district file for each issue from the KDE secure applications site http://apps.kde.state.ky.us/login/. 
1. Choose Student Data Detail (Excel and PDF) to access the student level data. 
1. The district file(s) will include the impacted student(s).

For the third issue, the change was implemented in the Student Data Review and Roster (SDRR) application. No further action is required of DACs.

1. Compass data – OAA has identified an issue with the accuracy of the Compass data from KCTCS provided in SDRR and in the Excel CCR student listing. OAA has posted a separate file: SD14_Dist#_CCR_DistrictName_KCTCS_Corrected_Scores.XLS.  

This correction impacts Compass scores for 1,029 students in 137 districts with 237 students now college ready and 94 students now receiving the bonus. See the attached file for impacted districts.


Since the data review process is ongoing, SDRR will not be updated at this point. Districts impacted should review the posted file of corrected scores as part of the data review process to verify that OAA has the highest Compass score for all graduates. After the data review period is over, OAA will apply the highest score based on the final data and will closely review any Compass data submitted through SDRR to verify accuracy.  

1. Alternate K-PREP writing grade 5 cut-score – KDE has identified an issue with one of the Alternate K-PREP cut-scores. 

The grade 5 writing cut-score for apprentice changed in 2014, but the cut-score for last year was incorrectly applied in the Pearson student listing. KDE is working with Pearson to update the reports in Pearson Access and will keep you posted when they are available. 

The student listing spreadsheet provided by KDE on Monday has the correct cut-score applied and is still available for each district on the KDE secure download as announced in the August 18 Special DAC E-Mail about QC review.

This correction impacted 41 students in 27 districts. See the attached file for impacted districts.



1. KYOTE Score in SDRR – The score showing in SDRR was the KYOTE raw score instead of the KYOTE normalized score. The CCR spreadsheets for KYOTE are accurate based on the normalized score. The majority of raw and normalized scores are the same, but some are different. We have made the correction in SDRR and verified that the normalized score is now visible in SDRR. 

Data Review closes on August 27—only 7 calendar days remain to make new data change requests.
