School Safety HB 354 - Assurances through ASSIST at school and district level. 
Alternative Programs - Alternative guidelines included in presentation.  Alternative programs are now being looked at as a continuum of college and career readiness opportunities.  Off-site programs require a school number.  Students enrolled for at least 10 days need to be withdrawn and re-enrolled.
Kentucky digital Guidelines – 63% of students prefer a type of blended learning. Leadership need to align programs best practice.  The programs effect on learning needs to be assessed.  Digital programs need to be included in continuous improvement planning.

Accessing and Using Teaching Empowering Leading and Learning (2013 TELL Kentucky Survey) Data

Participating principals have looked at their TELL data.

Teaching conditions are learning conditions and can affect teacher retention. The presentation reviews the 8 constructs that the TELL survey addresses.  Districts with a 50% response rates have surveys published on the TELL KY page at http://www.tellkentucky.org/ Principal results are only published at the state level.  Every school and district receives 3 reports. First is a detailed report.  Second report is a summary report.  Reports look for rate of agreement.  Reports are compared across the district and across the state.  Reports can be downloaded into an Excel file.  The third report is a comparison report of past years of the survey. There are additional resources on the TELL Ky site on the Tools page to help analyze the report and plan the next steps.  Schools can use the Kentucky Teaching Conditions Standards to see where they are on the continuum.

Discussion/Action: 

15 districts and 25 principals have been involved in the PPGES field test.  It was a collaborative experience with good communication between the principals and the superintendents.  The self-reflection piece went well with principals being pretty hard on themselves.  The reflection led to stronger and more intentional Professional Growth plans focused on student learning which can be reviewed and revised.  The student growth goals led to strong conversations between principals and superintendents.  The site visits also led to meaningful conversations.  The challenges included issues of time, paperwork and becoming familiar with the TELL and Val-Ed surveys.    The paperwork and time issues are being studied and may not be as much of an issue during the pilot.  KLA will kick off on July 10 and strategies and tools will be shared for working with TELL data.  Positive comments from the field were shared in the power point.
KASA/KLA and KDE is partnering with Battelle for Kids to improve KLA and focus the support KLA provides principals support which includes regional support, face to face and virtual meetings.

Kentucky Academic Core Standards (KCAS) Update

The Next Generation Science Standards were approved by KBE on June 5, 2013.  They will be entered into regulation in August.  The Science Leadership Networks will begin in 2013-2014 school year.  Implementation will  begin during the 2014-2015 school year.
The Next Generation Social Studies Standards are currently in development. The first reading by KBE is scheduled for October with a second reading in December and projected launch of the Social Studies Leadership Network in the spring of 2014.

Commissioner Holliday asks principals if they are getting any pushback in their community regarding the standards?  Buddy Sampson says he has not heard a word from the Frankfort community regarding the standards.   Thomas Aberli in Jefferson says the teachers seem very positive and has had no pushback in Jefferson County.

The Need for Math Interventions

The college and career readiness trajectory was shared through a ppt. slide.  Math is the lowest score on state assessments.  
Key Questions/Concerns: 

1. What effective math interventions are in place in your school and what support do you need?
Buddy Sampson states that they switched to standards based grading in math only.  When giving the same final exam as the previous year, the students performed significantly better.  He also shared they will use the E-Prep program called SEARCH.  
Dr. Holliday asks are there other issues or future topics you would like to see covered.  Tom Aberli from Atherton states he will be participating in the new evaluation system he hopes some discussions will be around this.
