Discussion/Action: 

Becky Blessing presented the Guiding Coalition with a Communications Plan for the Professional Growth and Effectiveness System. Plan is attached.  The plan is a collaborative effort of coalition partner designees and the department, facilitated by a team of communication experts funded by a grant from the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation.  Blessing walked the partners through the plan and touched briefly on its main audiences and messages. She said the plan is meant to be a strategic approach to communication about PGES ensuring the right audiences get the right information in a timely manner and that everyone is consistent with their overarching messages. The plan positions PGES as part of our integrated Unbridled Learning plan to prepare students for success (college/career-readiness) – see attached graphic. Commissioner Holliday stressed that despite the field test and pilot there is a great need for widespread communication about PGES and that partners need to determine how they can support these efforts.  Blessing warned that with the recent changes in the summative model, it is imperative that any outdated information that is available either be updated or taken out of circulation so as not to confuse the message.  A toolkit will be developed that all partners can use to keep messages consistent.  Any partners that have effective communication tools and materials are urged to share with KDE for inclusion in the toolkit.  The commissioner mentioned the KEA presentation as one that he would like shared.  The communication plan will continue to be modified and updated based on feedback and perceived communication needs.  As always feedback on the plan is encouraged and may be directed to rebecca.blessing@education.ky.gov.
