· Mission Statement and review of GAC – Julia Roberts, chaired for Jan Lanham
· News of Interest – 
· Julia Roberts - The Symposium for Gifted and Talented Youth was October 16-17, 2013.  There was good discussion and everyone was asked to set a goal.  After setting a goal, attendees were asked provide 3-5 steps of how the goal would be accomplished and then emailed to Julia Roberts.
