	Agenda Item: Districts of Innovation
Discussion/Action: David Cook shared an update on Districts of Innovation. 	Agenda Item: Kentucky Core Academic Standards update & Next Generation Science Standards

	Agenda Item: Senate Bill 97 update
Discussion/Action: Tom Edgett discussed Senate Bill 97 which raises the compulsory attendance age to 18.  Once 55% of districts have adopted the policy, the statute mandates that the remaining districts must adopt and implement within four years.  He discussed the process that districts must follow in reporting.  
Key Questions/Concerns: Council members discussed the districts across the state that have adopted the policy.

	Agenda Item:  Strategic Plan Update
Discussion/Action:  Karen Dodd shared an update on the strategic plan.  The plan is expected to be posted on the KDE website in September.  The College and Career Ready Status were viewed.  There is an increased focus on math and interventions and 2011-2012 data was also discussed.
